Commentary

The present verse embodies a promise that Muslims will be vouchsafed both
spiritual and temporal leadership. The promise is made to the whole Muslim
nation but the institution of Khilafat will take a palpable form in the person of
certain individuals who will be the Prophet’s Successors and the representa-
tives of the whole nation. They will be, as it were, Khilafat personified. The verse
further says that the fulfilment of this promise will depend on the Muslims’ ob-
serving the Prayer and giving the Zakat and on their obeying the Messenger of
God in all religious and temporal matters concerning the nation. When they will
have fulfilled these conditions, the boon of Khilafat will be bestowed upon them
and they will be made the leaders of nations; their state of fear will give place to
a condition of safety and security, Islam will reign supreme in the world, and
above all the Oneness and Unity of God - the real purpose and object of Islam -
will become firmly established.

The promise of the establishment of Khilafat is clear and unmistakable. As the
Holy Prophet (may peace and blessings of Allah be upon him) is now humanity’s
sole guide for all time, his Khilafat must continue to exist in one form or another
in the world till the end of time, all other Khilafahs having ceased to exist.
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This is among many others the Holy Prophet’s distinct superiority over all other

The verse may also be regarded as embodying a prophecy which was made at a
time when Islam was very weak and idols were being worshipped throughout
Arabia and the Muslims being small in number feared for their very lives, and
yet in the course of only a generation the prophecy was literally fulfilled. Idola-
try disappeared from Arabia and Islam became firmly established not only in
Arabia but also reigned supreme in the whole world and the followers of the
Holy Prophet (may peace and blessings of Allah be upon him), erstwhile regard-
ed as the dregs and scum of humanity, became the leaders and teachers of na-
tions.
The words, “Whosoever is ungrateful after that, they will be the rebellious,” sig-
nify that Khilafat is a great Divine blessing. Without it there can be no solidari-
ty, cohesion and unity among Muslims and therefore they can make no real pro-
gress without it. If Muslims do not show proper appreciation of Khilafat by giv-
ing unstinted support and obedience to their Khalifas they will forfeit this great
Divine boon and in addition will draw the displeasure of God upon themselves.

Editor’s Note: An Nusrat is reproducing the English rendering of the first ever address by
Hazrat Mirza Bashiruddin Mahmud Ahmad (may Allah be pleased with him) after being elect-
ed as Khlitatul Masifi Il which was published in A/ Hakam 15th March Z0/9 issue.

Upon the sad demise of Hazrat Maulvi Nuruddin, Khalifatul
Masth I ra on 13 March 1914, Hazrat Mirza Bashiruddin
Mahmud Ahmad ra was elevated to the office of Khalifatul Masih
on 14 March.

In the 14 March 1919 issue of Al Hakam, the first ever address
delivered by Hazrat Mirza Bashiruddin Mahmud Ahmadra after
being elected as Khalifatul Masih II was published. Immediately

after this address, he took Bai‘at [oath of initiation] from all
those present.

The English rendering of that address is presented below.

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Friends, listen to what I have to say!

It is my belief — my firm belief — that
God is one and there is no one beside
him. My dear ones, again, it is my
belief that Hazrat Muhammad, peace
and blessings of Allah be upon him, is
the  Almighty  Allah’s  prophet
and Khatamul-Anbiya [seal of all the
prophets]. It is my belief that no one
after him can abrogate an iota of his
Shariah [law].

Dear ones! This beloved prophet of
mine, the chief of all the prophets,
bears such a status that a person who
follows him completely and obediently
can obtain the status of prophets. It is a
fact that the Holy Prophet’s sa station
and reverence is such that complete
obedience to him can result in
prophethood. This is my faith and I say
it with full conviction.

Then, it is also my belief that the Holy
Quran is that beautiful book which was
revealed to the Holy Prophet (may
peace and blessings of Allah be upon
him) and it is Khatamul-Kutub [seal of
books] and Khatam-Shariah [seal of
laws]. Furthermore, it is my belief that
the Promised Messiah (peace be upon
him) was the same prophet whose
prophecy can be found in Sahih
Muslim and the very Imam who was
foretold to appear in Sahih al-
Bukhari.

I reiterate, no aspect of the Islamic
Shariah can be abrogated now. So
follow the example of the Companions,
may Allah be pleased with all of them,
who were the recipients of the prayers
and tarbiyat [method of edification] of
the Holy Prophet (may peace and
blessings of Allah be upon him).

The Ijma‘ [unanimity of Companions
ra] after the Holy Prophet (may peace
and blessings of Allah be upon
him) was manifested in the form of

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true, rightly guided Khilafat. Reflect
and ponder over the history of Islam
for the number of achievements during
the period of Khilafat when it had
taken the form of a monarchy began to
fall and it fell to the extent that we
witness this state in Islam and the
Muslims today.

After 1300 years, Allah the Exalted
sent the Promised Messiah (peace be
upon him) on these very precepts of
prophethood and in accordance with
the promises of the Holy Prophet (may
peace and blessings of Allah be upon
him). After his demise, we see the
continuation of Khilafat-e-Rashida
[rightly guided Khilafat]. Hazrat
Khalifatul Masih, Maulana Maulvi
Nuruddin Sahib ra was the first
successor of this Jamaat ; may his
status be counted among the highest of
high-ranking souls. Allah descend His
limitless mercies upon him. May Allah
grant him the company of the purest
and most beloved souls in Paradise in
accordance with the love he had for the
Holy Prophet (may peace and blessings
of Allah be upon him) and the
Promised Messiah (peace be upon
him). We pledged the Bai‘at at his hand
with the same belief.

So long as this Jamaat continues to
flourish, Islam will also progress
materially and spiritually.

When you repeatedly cried out for me
to take this burden and you expressed
your desire to take my Bai‘at, I felt that
I should state my beliefs before you.

I tell you truthfully, I am fearful. I find
myself to be extremely weak. It is
stated in a Hadith to not assign one’s
servant such a task that cannot be
performed by him. At this moment,
you have made me a servant. So [I
request you] do not ask of me that
which I cannot perform.

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I am aware that I am weak and not
flawless. How can I claim to be a guide
for mankind to promulgate the true
message of Islam? We are very few and
the enemies of Islam are vast in
number, however our hopes are
extremely high as a result of God’s
grace and mercy upon us.

Listen, for the responsibility you have
placed on my shoulders can only be
fulfilled with your help — pray to the
Almighty God for His succour and obey
me in obeying Allah and attaining His
pleasure.

I am only human and a weak one at
that. I vow to the Almighty Allah that I
shall pardon your shortcomings;
should you notice mine, I request that
you forgive them too. Our combined
mission — both yours and mine - is to
bring about the progress and purpose
of this movement.

Now that you have created a bond with
me, I urge you to fulfil it loyally. I shall
forgive your shortcomings, as you will
mine, with the grace of God. You must
obey and follow me under amr bil-
ma‘ruf [commanding of good]. If —
God forbid — I say that God is not one,
then I swear by God, Who has full
control over decree and our souls and
Who is one and has no partner
whatsoever, that you should never obey
me in such a matter.

If — God forbid — I describe a defect in
prophethood to you, do not accept it. If
I describe a defect in the Holy Quran,
by God, do not accept it. If I utter
anything contrary to the teachings that
the Promised Messiah (peace be upon
him) conveyed to us through divine
guidance, do not — I repeat — do not,
accept it.

I say again, do not disobey me in amr
bil-ma‘ruf. If you show obedience and
submission and strengthen your oaths,

then remember that God’s grace shall
be with us and our combined prayers
shall avail us.

I have firm faith in my Beneficient
Lord; I have full certainty that I shall
be helped.

The day before yesterday, on Friday, I
narrated a dream in which I saw that I
had fallen ill and I felt a pain in my
thigh. I felt as though the plague had
begun to affect me. I then shut my door
and worriedly thought to myself about
what was to happen. I thought to
myself that Allah had assured the
Promised Messiah (peace be upon
him):

‘o

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"I shall protect all those that dwell in
your house.” I thought that although
this promise was fulfilled during his
lifetime, perhaps it had expired after
the Promised Messiah (peace be upon
him) demise, as his holy person was no
longer amongst us.

During this perturbation, I realised
that it was not a dream and I was, in
fact, fully awake. I looked towards the
walls and the various items in the
room.

In that same state, I saw Allah the
Exalted in a bright, radiant white light.
It started from below and carried on
above; it had no beginning or end. A
hand appeared from that light, which
held a white china cup with milk in it
and I drank of that cup. Immediately
thereafter, I felt no pain and was
comforted.

I only narrated this much of the dream
and did not carry on with the second
part. I shall now present what
happened next.

When I was fed from the cup, the

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following words were immediately
uttered by me:

S 38 45 01 5a8 g Gl 5

(My ummabh shall never be misguided.)

I have no ummah [nation]. You are my
brothers. But the relationship that the
Promised Messiah (peace be upon him)
has with the Holy Prophet (may peace
and blessings of Allah be upon him)
compelled me to say these words. The
mission that the Promised Messiah
(peace be upon him) started has fallen
on my shoulders at the appointed
time.

So pray and strengthen your ties. Make
efforts to visit Qadian and come
repeatedly.

I once heard the Promised Messiah
(peace be upon him) say, “Whoever
does not come [to Qadian] repeatedly
carries the risk of having a defect in his
level of faith.”

To spread Islam is our foremost duty.
Make combined efforts so that God’s
favours and blessings may descend
upon us.

I say to you again, and again, and yet
again: now that you have pledged the
Bai‘at and have formed a bond with me
after the Promised Messiah (peace be
upon him), show loyalty and remember
me in your prayers. I shall also
remember you in my prayers, in fact, I
have always remembered you in my
prayers. To date, I have not said a
single prayer in which the members of
the movement were not in mind.
However, I shall pray for you even
more than before. I have never
experienced a passion for prayer in
which I did not pray for all Ahmadis.

Listen again! Do not do anything that

AN-NUSRAT
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was done by those who broke their
oaths with Allah. Our prayer should be
that we live as Muslims and die as
Muslims. Amin.

the book comprised of sayings of the Holy Prophet Muhammad (may peace and blessings of
Allah be upon him).

This education was not easy, for it seemed that Hazrat Maulvi Nooruddin (may Allah be
pleased with him) would be harder on Hazrat Musleh Maud (may Allah be pleased with
him) than his other students and always expected more from him. On certain occasions, he
was especially demanding of the Promised Son because he was training him for his future
role. Hazrat Khalifatul Masih I (may Allah be pleased with him) encouraged him to think for
himself and to develop his God-given abilities.3

One of the first examples of his extreme intelligence was his first public speech. Hazrat
Musleh Maud (may Allah be pleased with him) later recollected:

At the age of nineteen he lost his father, Hazrat Mirza Ghulam Ahmad (peace be upon him),
and it was then by his bedside that he declared the decision to continue his father’s work.

At the age of 25, he was elected the second Khalifa of the Ahmadiyya Jamaat. At this time,
the Jamaat was facing many difficulties, but due to his miraculous intelligence and
leadership, he was able to guide the Jamaat to glorious success.

During his Khilafat, he made reformatory changes in the existing Sadr Anjuman
Ahmadiyya, which was established in the time of the Promised Messiah (peace be upon
him). To fulfil the changing needs of the Community, he also created auxiliary organisations

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within the Jamaat: Lajna Imaillah (1922), Majlis Khuddamul Ahmadiyya (1938) and Majlis
Ansarullah (1940). In 1922, he established the Jamaat wide consultative body, Majlis e
Shura. These changes were made with such foresight, that even as the community has
grown to tens of millions of members, these organisations have continued to flourish. ¢

Hazrat Musleh Maud (may Allah be pleased with him) understood the need for education.
At that time, most of and India were illiterate, yet he stated that Ahmadis must be
educated: “If we are to prosper then we must increase the standard of education.” He
proposed methods to improve education:

The best way to achieve this is to create a series of books,
which contain all the main points from every branch of
knowledge. And they ought to be written for children, the
middle-aged and experienced people.”

He was determined to educate all members of his Community. His determination to see
educational reform quickly lead to the establishment of educational institutions: Madrassa
Ahmadiyya and Jamia Ahmadiyya.

Hazrat Musleh Maud (may Allah be pleased with him) was a strong believer that a
community could not progress unless its women were educated. In 1925, he established
Arabic classes for girls. There was no High School for girls in Qadian, therefore
arrangements were made for girls to learn to High School level. In 1928, the Nusrat Girls
High School was established. By the Grace of Allah, it was through his incredible
intelligence and progressive understanding, that Hazrat Musleh Maud (may Allah be
pleased with him) was able to perceive the need for women’s education. ,

Another example of his extraordinary intelligence was his understanding for the need to
fulfil the prophecy that Islam would spread ‘to the corners of the Earth’. He trained scores
of missionaries and sent them to foreign countries to spread the message of Islam. To help
fund this mission, the scheme Tehrik-e-Jadid was founded in 1934. The purpose of this
project was to construct mosques and missions around the world.s

The achievements made during his Khilafat did not go unnoticed. Chaudhry Fazal Haq, an
opponent of the Jamaat said:

“The amount of money being spent by Qadiani Jamaat
and the incredible brain which is working behind this
movement, is enough to destroy even the strongest
kingdoms in seconds.”s
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This remark demonstrates how apparent Hazrat Musleh Maud’s (may Allah be pleased with
him) extreme intelligence became, as he led the Ahmadiyya Jamaat to new heights.

Similarly, Prof. Stenko, Head of the Department of Religious Studies in Wagner College,
USA, visited in 1960-61. In his thesis he wrote how he found Huzoor to be a leader
of great resolve and extremely intelligent. 4

Thus, the prophecy “He will be extremely intelligent and understanding”, was
unequivocally fulfilled in Hazrat Musleh Maud’s (may Allah be pleased with him)
personage. Throughout the course of his lifetime, his many achievements demonstrate how
he was blessed with extraordinary wisdom. Under Divine most complex matters of secular
and scientific nature, and presented them in a manner understandable to all. His extreme
intelligence and profound knowledge of the Holy Qur’an is proven through his two
commentaries: Tafseer Sagheer and Tafseer Kabeer. Huzoor’s (may Allah be pleased with
him) amazing intelligence and administrative abilities, by the Grace of Allah, helped to
shape the Jamaat into the dynamic community we are blessed to be a part of today.

“I confer upon you a Sign of My mercy according to what you
begged of me. So I have heard your entreaties and have honoured
your prayers with My acceptance through My mercy and made
your journey (i.e. the journey to Hoshiarpur and Ludhiana) a
source of blessings for you. Therefore, a Sign of power, mercy,
nearness is bestowed on you, a Sign of grace and beneficence is
awarded to you and you are granted the key of success and victory.
Peace on you, O victorious one...

...Rejoice, therefore, that a handsome and pure boy will be
bestowed on you; you will receive an unblemished youth who will
be of your seed and will be of your progeny. A handsome and pure

boy is coming as your guest. His name is Emmanuel and also
Bashir. He has been invested with a spirit of holiness, and he is free
Jrom all impurity. He is the light of Allah. Blessed is he who comes
from heaven. He will be accompanied by grace which shall arrive
with him.
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He will be characterised with grandeur, greatness and wealth. He
will come into the world and will heal many of their disorders
through his Messianic qualities and through the blessings of the
spirit of holiness. He is the Word of Allah for Allah’s mercy and
honour have equipped him with the Word of Majesty. He will be
extremely intelligent and perceptive and will be meek of
heart and will be filled with secular and spiritual
knowledge.”-

This prophecy was fulfilled in the blessed person of Hazrat Mirza Bashiruddin Mahmud
Ahmad (may Allah be pleased with him), the second successor of Khilafat-e-Ahmadiyya.
His advent fulfilled the prophecy that through him the superiority of Islam and the
dignity of God’s Word would become manifest in the world.

He was only 25 when he was endowed with the responsibility of becoming the Khalifa-e-
Wagqt and the second successor to the Promised Messiah (peace be upon him). However,
we see that Huzoor (may Allah be pleased with him) possessed the qualities of a leader
long before his Divine appointment. At a tender age of 17, he launched his first magazine
Tash-heez-ul-Azhan.

He had also started receiving Divine revelations from an early age. Huzoor (may Allah be
pleased with him) narrates that he once saw a dream where a figure appeared out of the
landscape before him which was formed by the sound of a chime. This figure was an
angel who asked him

“Shall I teach you the commentary of Surah Al-Fatiha?”
Huzoor (may Allah be pleased with him) replied: “Teach
me.” The angel commenced teaching the commentary to
him, but as he reached the verse “Thee alone do we
worship and Thee alone do we beseech for help,” he
pointed out that “None of the scholars could write the
commentary beyond this point but I shall teach you the
commentary beyond this verse.” ,

Indeed, this proclamation of the angel was true. Upon contemplation, Huzoor (may
Allah be pleased with him) realised that after the 5th verse it was beyond man’s intellect
to comprehend the meanings. It was through Allah’s Divine help and Huzoor’s (may
Allah be pleased with him) profound knowledge of the Holy Qur’an that this was made
possible. One of Huzoor’s (may Allah be pleased with him) biggest services to the Holy
Qur’an can be found in the form of Tafseere Kabir and also Tafseere Saghir, in-
depth commentaries of the Holy Qur’an.
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From these commentaries, one can only begin to fathom the vast knowledge of all
matters that Hazrat Musleh Maud (may Allah be pleased with him) possessed, including
history, science, philosophy, geology, linguistics, cosmology, astronomy, politics,
psychology, archaeology and more.

Unwillingly, an enemy of Islam (Maulawi Zafar Ali Khan) uttered this confession to his
followers regarding Huzoor’s (may Allah be pleased with him) illustrious knowledge of
The Holy Qur’an:

“Listen very carefully and attentively; you and your
accomplices can never compete with Mirza Mahmud till
resurrection. Mirza Mahmud has the Qur’an with him,
and a deep knowledge of the Qur’an, What have you got?
... You have never read the Qur’an; not even in your
dreams”;

Non-Muslims were compelled to ponder over how Huzoor (may Allah be pleased with
him) possessed such supreme knowledge of the Holy Qur’an and worldly matters,
despite his lack of a formal education. We can see from narrations that these were his
God-gifted abilities and God Himself was guiding him every step of the way, as Huzoor
(may Allah be pleased with him) states himself:

“I was a person who possessed no secular knowledge, yet
God of His Grace, appointed angels for my instruction
and by this means, made me aware of such meanings of
the Qur’an as were beyond the imagination of any human
being. The knowledge that God has bestowed upon me,
and the spiritual fountain that has burst in my bosom is
not mere guesswork or imagination. Indeed they are so
certain and conclusive that I challenge the whole world
that I am prepared to compete at any time with anyone
who might claim that he has been taught the Holy Qur’an
by God Almighty.” Till this day no one has mustered up the
courage to accept this challenge of Hazrat Musleh Maud (may Allah
be pleased with him). Needless to say, no one ever will. ¢

Many of us may have been told by our parents that learning new prayers from the Holy
Qur’an will enhance our memory. Indeed, scientific research also corroborates this.
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When researching the reason for unparalleled scientific discovery and advancement by
Muslims during the golden age of Islam, neuroscientist, Muhammad Ghilan found an
apparent link between memorisation of the Holy Qur’an and improved thinking and
scientific discovery. “The more activation this area receives, such as what
occurs when memorizing Holy Quran, the better and more efficient the
temporal lobe becomes in its capacity for learning and memory.” , Mr
Ghilan further noted that scholars often reflect that when Muslims were leaders, the
Holy Quran was at the centre of their education system.

We can prove, therefore, from the example of Hazrat Musleh Maud (may Allah be
pleased with him) that knowledge of the Holy Qur’an really is at the centre of all success.
It is the general rule laid down by Allah that we can witness from the life and
achievements of Hazrat Musleh Maud (may Allah be pleased with him).

According to the Hadith:

This was to prove true of Huzoor (may Allah be pleased with him) as through his
commentaries, books and lectures, be became one of the most commendable Islamic
teachers of our time. Through his vast knowledge of the Holy Qur’an and its meanings,
he was able to excel in secular knowledge as well.

SECULAR KNOWLEDGE

The propagation of the true teachings of Islam was at the forefront of Huzoor’s (may
Allah be pleased with him) mind at all times. Addressing a delegation of Jama’at officials
soon after his election as second successor to the Promised Messiah (peace be upon him)
on 14th March 1914, he said:

“I would like to see the truth of Ahmadiyyat shine far and wide in the
world.” o

For this purpose, he was fortunate enough to travel to different countries to spread
peace, love and the message of Islam.

In 1924, despite the financial difficulties of the Jama’at at the time, Huzoor (may Allah
be pleased with him) was able to make an unprecedented tour of Europe and the Middle
East, being the first Caliph to have travelled to these countries. It is only through prayers
and the Divine help of Allah Almighty that this tour was possible. This tour bears a
profound significance in the history of Ahmadiyyat as it sparked a great interest in Islam.
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One of the biggest opportunities during this tour for Huzoor (may Allah be pleased with
him) was presenting his treatise and the message of the true Islam at The Conference
of Living Religions, also known as the Wembley Conference, in the UK on 23rd
September 1924. The Conference was arranged by socialist leader William Loftus Hare.
He invited representatives from major faiths of the British Empire to come together in
London under the umbrella of peace and tolerance, to understand each other’s message.
An invitation for this was also extended to Hazrat Musleh Maud (may Allah be pleased
with him). The religions present were Hinduism, Islam, Buddhism, Zoroastrianism,
Jainism, Sikhism, Sufism, Brahmo Samaj, Arya Samaj, Confucianism etc.

Huzoor (may Allah be pleased with him) took to the podium and said:

“Mpr President, sisters and brothers! First and foremost I
thank God Who put it in the hearts of the organisers of the
conference that people should reflect in this manner on
the subject of religion and after listening to speeches on
different religions see which religion should be accepted.
I now ask my follower Chaudhry Zafrulla Khan Sahib,
Bar-at-law, to read my treatise. I am not accustomed to
reading in this manner even in my own language because
my speeches are always unprepared and I speak for up to
six hours. The subject of religion does not conclude here
in this world, rather after death it moves on to the next
world and man’s eternal happiness is associated with
Jaith. Therefore, reflect and ponder over this and I hope
you will listen attentively.”

Although Sir Chaudhry Zafrullah Khan read out the treatise, Huzoor (may Allah be
pleased with him) expressed that it was his own words. It is narrated that the audience
was so captivated by Huzoor’s (may Allah be pleased with him) confidence and wisdom,
that they watched in a trance as the speech was read out and excitedly stirred in their
seats, feeling the joy of learning something new about Islam.

When the reading was finished a deep sigh was heard as if the audience had been
released from a spell, and everybody attempted to rush to the dais to shake hands with
Khalifatul Masih (may Allah be pleased with him), or at least to come close to him.

The President of the Conference was so pleased that he congratulated Huzoor (may Allah
be pleased with him) and remarked that his piece was the ‘best among the ones read
on the day.’He said: “Do you not think that you came here for the success
that you received today!” ;o

Huzoor’s (may Allah be pleased with him) qualities as a world leader really shone
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through that day, as the commendations that his treatise received were not afforded to
any other address. The audience was left in awe as his intellect conquered the hearts of
non-Muslims. The following day, news of this well-refined and plausible treatise was
published in major British newspapers. Thus, another part of the prophecy of the
Promised Son was coming to fruition. The purpose of the birth of this Promised Son had
been “So that...the superiority of Islam and status of Qur’an become
manifest on people” and “His fame will spread to the ends of the earth and
peoples will be blessed through him.” 4,

Who would have imagined at that time that a prayer made in a small town of India
would not only be heard but also be witnessed by nations? Does this not prove the
truthfulness of the claims of the Promised Messiah (peace be upon him)? May Allah
continue to manifest His signs and shine the truth of Islam Ahmadiyyat with great might
and enable us to do justice to the efforts and sacrifices of Hazrat Musleh Maud (may
Allah be pleased with him) and our Khulafa. (Ameen)

Regarding this part of the prophecy, Hazrat Musleh Maud (may Allah be pleased
with him) says:

“What this means is that he [the Musleh Maud] would not go and learn secular
knowledge, but rather he would be taught such knowledge by God Almighty. It
needs to be remembered here that it is not said here that he would be an expert
in secular knowledge, but the words are ‘he will be filled with secular
knowledge.” What this means is that some other power would teach him this sec-
ular knowledge. His own effort and concentration and struggle would not have
anything to do with it. Here, secular knowledge does not mean mathematics and
science etc. because it is said here that he would be filled’ with such knowledge,
which indicates that he would be taught these fields of knowledge by God Al-
mighty. And when it is said that God Almighty would teach, then it is not meant
that God Almighty will teach maths, science and geography etc. but rather what
is taught by God Almighty has to do with knowledge of faith and of the Holy
Qur’an. The manner in which I was taught speaks for itself, in that there was no
human endeavor in it. From among my teachers, some are alive and some have
passed away and the greatest favour upon me from among them all is that of
Hazrat Khalifatul Masih I (may Allah be pleased with him)”.

‘He will be meek of heart’ was one of the fifty-two
signs in the prophecy conveyed by Allah to the
Promised Messiah (peace be upon him) regarding the
attributes of the Promised Son, three years before his
birth. After the birth of Hazrat Mirza Bashiruddin
Mahmood Ahmad (may Allah be pleased with him),
the Promised Messiah (peace bhe upon him)
announced in his treatise 'Siraje- Muneer' that the
Promised Son, whose advent had been foretold to him,
had been born on 12th January 1889. Just as all the
other attributes in the prophecy came to be
manifested, so was this sign fulfilled. (Siraje Muneer

pg36)1

Hazrat Musleh Maud (may Allah be pleased with him)
was the embodiment of the prophecy ‘He will be meek
of heart, in his speech as well as his actions.
Meekness is defined as humility, gentleness and
kindness. Indeed, Allah blessed him with these

qualities in abundance. He was endowed with love for the poor and was keenly aware of their needs.
His personal simplicity and his exhortations to the Ahmadiyya Muslim Community to also live simply
and frugally enabling them to sacrifice their wealth, set the foundation for later charitable projects
such as Nusrat Jehan scheme, building of various charity hospitals and schools in Africa and the

more recent Humanity First.

Hazrat Musleh Maud (may Allah be

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late to complete it. However, Hazrat Musleh Maud (may Allah be pleased with him) would be aware of
whoever was staying late and always ensured that food was sent to them from his own house. 2 Thus,
he displayed the gentleness and kindness of a ‘meek’ heart in a variety of ways.

Sahibzadi Amtul Rashid Begum, one of his daughters, relates

“Hazrat Musleh Maud (may Allah be pleased with him) had very little
spare time and he had many children, he would care for all of their
moral training and education. He was deeply attectionate. He was
cheerful and created happiness in those around him. He would often
teach various lessons to his children by means of jokes and moral
stories, often making them up as he spoke™

It was his habit to address his attendants as ‘Sahib’ regardless of their station, out of respect. He also
advised his office bearers to similarly address their workers as "Sahib’, and humorously added that it
did not take any more time to add this honorific .4

During the turbulent times of the Partition of India, he provided protection to the Muslims of Batala
District and its surrounding villages in Qadian. He did his best to protect their lives, belongings and
honour and effectively arranged for their safe passage to Pakistan by contacting the concerned
government agencies. These services of his were acknowledged by the contemporary Press; his
kind-heartedness and service were widely praised. ®

Hazrat Musleh Maud (may Allah be pleased with him) accepted the position of President of Kashmir
Relief Committee on the insistence of Allama Igbal as the best person for the role. Hazrat Musleh

Maud (may Allah be
pleased with him)
galvanised the Jama'at for
the task ahead. They first
looked to provide
immediate relief for the
poorest people in Kashmir
and provide legal
assistance for the many
people who had been
unfairly imprisoned .6

In March 1954, a young
man who was an opponent
of the Ahmadiyya Jamaat,
managed to disguise

@ Thus, the prophecy of a ‘Meek of Heart
individual was demonstrated by the
beautiful character of Hazrat Musleh
Maud (may Allah be pleased with him).
As has been briefly highlighted here, he
displayed the utmost levels of humility,
kindness and gentleness in all aspects

Of his life.

Hazrat Mirza Bashiruddin Mahmud Ahmad (may Allah
be pleased with him) was the second successor of the
Promised Messiah (peace be upon him). He was a
distinguished Khalifa because his birth was foretold by
a number of previous prophets and saints.

Moreover, the Promised Messiah (peace be upon him)
received a Divine sign for the truth of Islam as a result
of his forty days' prayers at Hoshiarpur, India. God
Almighty told him that a "handsome and pure boy will
be bestowed on you" and that he would be born to him
within a period of nine years.

In accordance with this divine prophecy and within the
specified period, the Promised Son was born to the
Promised Messiah (peace be upon him) on January
12, 1889 in Qadian and was named Bashiruddin
Mahmud Ahmad. The prophecy about Hazrat Musleh
Maud (may Allah be pleased with him) had also specified some special qualities of the
Promised Son. For instance, it was foretold,

‘He will be extremely intelligent and perceptive and will be
meek of heart and will be filled with secular and spiritual
knowledge and that his fame will spread to the ends of the
earth and peoples will be blessed through him.”*

Meekness of heart, meaning being patient, kind, gentle and forbearing, was a quality that
Hazrat Musleh Maud (may Allah be pleased with him) had in abundance.

From a young age he displayed a soft and gentle heart. It was the nature of Hazrat
Musleh Maud (may Allah be pleased with him) that if he loved someone, he also loved
their companions and servants. Such was the case for the Promised Messiah (peace be
upon him) and his companions.
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The following incident reveals this aspect of his
personality. In 1906 a dear companion of the
Promised Messiah (peace be upon him), Maulvi
Abdul Karim (may Allah be pleased with him) fell ill.
Huzoor was only 17 years old at the time and did not
think much of his iliness. Beyond some lessons of
learning the alphabet there had not existed any
bond between Huzoor and Maulvi Abdul Karim (may
Allah be pleased with him).

But the moment he heard the news of his death he
says ".. a deep sense of loss and heavy grief that
suddenly came over me was more than | could
bear... | flung myself on the bed and lay like a lifeless
log of wood, an uncontrollable storm of tears
flowing from my eyes. These tears were no ordinary
tears: a raging flood of grief lay behind them.

Maulvi Sahib rendered valuable help to the Promised Messiah (peace be upon him), but
now that he is no more it would mean so much more pressure upon the Promised
Messiah (peace be upon him) and the strain would increase. | was so overcome that |
@ took no food that day and even the Promised Messiah (peace be upon him) was struck @
by the change that had come over me.

I wonder what has come over Mahmud’, he remarked. "The
bond between him and Maulvi sahib was not so very great il
he goes on like this he will fall ill.” Thus, with the death of
Maulvi Abdul Karim Sahib there opened a new chapler in my
life, and I began to take a deep interest in the needs and affairs
of the Community” I felt as though his soul had descended
upon me.’

Even before his Khilafat, Huzoor (may Allah be pleased with him) showed great
compassion towards the members of the community and the need to serve the
Jamaat. His love for the Promised Messiah (peace be upon him) was so great that even
in the time of grief he only thought of how to ease the loss and burden that was caused
by Maulvi Abdul Karim's (may Allah be pleased with him) passing.
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Hazrat Musleh Maud (may Allah be pleased with him) had a natural love for children.
He was meek and cheerful which is supported by Allah Rakhi, an old well-known

non-Ahmadi midwife, who narrates an incident from her childhood:

“When Huzoor returned home on his mare after a ride, despite the fact
that we were not Ahmadis we stood together holding hands and
requested Huzoor to give us a hair or two [rom the mare’s tail. Huzoor
smiled and asked what we were going to do with it. We replied that we
would calch hornets, make aeroplanes and fly them. Huzoor teased that
the mare would find this painlul, it would weep and wail and blood
would be shed. He would say come let me caich the hornets for you.
Once Huzoor dismounted from the mare and tied 1t to a tree in front of
our house. He slowly removed one or two hornets from their hive and
handed them to us. This incident was repeated many times.”*

This event is proof of his meekness in the way that he interacted with the girls who
held lowly positions of servants and maids. He went above and beyond to ensure the
happiness of the young girls; such was the love and care that Huzoor showed to
children.

Hazrat Musleh Maud (may Allah be pleased with him) loved his children and his
wives very much and showed them the utmost respect and care.

One episode which has been narrated by Huzoor (may Allah be pleased with him)
himself about his wife Hazrat Syeda Maryam (may Allah be pleased with her)
(mother of Khalifaful Masih [V (may Allah have mercy on him)) shows the love and
affection he held for her.

Hazrat Maryam (may Allah be pleased with her) fell ill and was under the constant
care of doctors and nurses. Huzoor made sure she was getting the care that she
needed, and willingly paid 50 to 60 rupees per day for two nurses.

Over time, her health did not seem to improve, and Huzoor began to think how he
was going to meet the increasing costs of her treatment. Without a second thought,

he decided to sell one of his properties, Darrul Hamd. Valuing the property he states:

T thought, its present value is very high. However, at the time of sale even
if I sell it at a loss, it should definitely go for 75 thousand rupees. In this
way, il I have lo spend money on her for one year then I will be able to
support her costs al a rate of 6000 rupees per month, without any worry. I
was ready lo sell all my property to keep Maryam alive in some way
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While Huzoor (may Allah be pleased with him) was by her side her health improved
but when he left for Qadian it worsened and she never recovered after that.

The amount of money he spent on Hazrat Maryam's (may Allah be pleased with her)
treatment was considered to be a substantial amount at that time and for him to
consider selling his property for his wife shows his selflessness in caring for his
loved ones.

During Huzoor's (may Allah be pleased with him) Khilafat there were many times
that he had to exercise forbearance. One poignant example of this is when there
was an attempt to take his life. During Huzoor's Khilafat there had been many who
had challenged him but never had anyone wanted to cause him physical harm.

Hazrat Mirza Mahmood Ahmad (may Allah be hIS helper) Ieadlng

In March 1954, a young man made this attempt. He managed to get a space in the row
immediately behind Huzoor in a line of worshippers. ‘. .while he was leading the
afternoon service in the principal mosque at Rabwah. In the middle of the service he
suddenly advanced upon him from his rear and drove the blade of a long sharp knife
into his neck with murderous force. There was profuse bleeding from the injury which
the efforts of those who were nearest to him failed to staunch completely.”®
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Huzoor (may Allah be pleased with him) was 65 years old when the potentially fatal
attack occurred, with even the doctors surprised at how he survived. By the Grace of
God Almighty it healed quickly but it put a serious strain on Huzoor's nervous system,
which in turn had an effect on his duties. Doctors reassured Huzoor that with time this
strain would lessen and be completely removed. However, Huzoor (may Allah be
pleased with him) did not wait for this prediction to be fulfilled and in 1955 decided to
proceed to Europe to seek expert medical advice.

In a captivating message to the members of the Community, Hazrat Musleh Maud
(may Allah be pleased with him) stated:

“Every human being who 1s born must also die. In the moments when I felt my
soul ebbing away, I was not sad about leaving this world. I was sad over leaving
you people forever. And I could see that such a man does not yet exist in our
Community who can watch over you like a fatherl I kept praying during those
moments that ‘O my Lord who is my true Father and my Heavenly Father, I am
not worried for my children who will be orphans.

I am only worried for that Community which was established by the one
commissioned by You after so many centuries. It will be orphaned.”

After going through such an ordeal, our beloved Khalifa's first thoughts were not about
his own health or who would look after his children after his departure, but of us, the
members of the Jamaat that he loved so dearly.

As prophesised, God Almighty indeed granted Hazrat Musleh Maud (may Allah be
pleased with him) meekness of heart and kindness. He was endowed with love for his
Community, his family and the poor. He had a deep understanding of their needs and
would undertake great personal sacrifices to fulfil them. He was a pioneer in the service
of humanity.

He was a true example of God's manifestation, a Man of God whose birth was foretold
to the Promised Messiah (peace be upon him) after sincere and isolated worship.
Hazrat Musleh Maud (may Allah be pleased with him) was no ordinary man, he was a
man of outstanding virtues, incredibly steadfast and dedicated to the Community. He
was a man who set an example for kindness, gentleness and forbearance for us to
follow. He was a man meek of heart.

BIRTH

Hazrat Mirza Bashir-ud-din Mahmud
Ahmad (may Allah be pleased with
him) was born on the 12th of January
1889. Prior to his birth, the Promised
Messiah (peace be wupon him)
received divine revelation that he
would be blessed with a son who
would possess some special qualities
and would be known as ‘Musleh
Maud’, i.e. the Promised Reformer.

EDUCATION

He attended a local district school in
Qadian and then in 1898 he started
Taleemul Islam School. However, due
to ill health, he was unable to
continue with his education and this
came to an end in March 1905.

Despite this, from a very young age,
Hazrat Musleh Maud (may Allah be
pleased with him) was always very
dedicated to worship and had a thirst
for religious knowledge. He started
learning the translation of the Holy
Quran as well as Ahadith from
Hazrat Hakim Maulvi Noorudin (may
Allah be pleased with him).

COMMENTARY OF
SURAH FATIHA

In 1907, an angel taught him the
commentary of Surah Al-Fatiha. After
this, Hazrat Musleh Maud (may Allah
be pleased with him) was gifted with
exceptional knowledge of the Holy
Qur’an.

DEMISE OF THE
PROMISED MESSIAH
(PEACE BE UPON HIM)

On May 26th 1908, the Promised
Messiah (peace be upon him) passed
away and at this point Hazrat Musleh
Maud (may Allah be pleased with
him) was only nineteen years old.
However, he stood by his beloved
father’s body and proclaimed,

‘Even if all the people leave you and I
am left alone I would stand by you
and would face all opposition and
onslaught against your mission’
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KHILAFAT OF HAZRAT
HAKIM MAULVI
NOORUDIN (MAY ALLAH
BE PLEASED WITH HIM)

On the 27th May 1908, Hazrat Hakim
Maulvi Noorudin (may Allah be
pleased with him) was elected as the
first Khalifa of the Promised Messiah
(peace be upon him) and Hazrat
Musleh Maud (may Allah be pleased
with him) was the first person to
pledge his allegiance to him.

ELECTED AS KHALIFA

Following the demise of the first
Khalifa, Hazrat Musleh Maud (may
Allah be pleased with him) was
elected as the second Khalifa of the
Ahmadiyya Jama’at on the 14th of
March 1914, at the young age of 25.
His Khilafat spanned a total of 51
years and under his leadership the

Jama’at progressed rapidly and
enjoyed a great number of
achievements.

FIRST MAJLIS E SHURA

Hazrat Musleh Maud (may Allah be
pleased with him) established the
central consultative body (Majlis e
Mushawarat) in 1922, which held its

first meeting on 15th and 16th of
April, 1922. The purpose of this
meeting was to formulate a plan in
order to spread the true message of
Islam and the Promised Messiah
(peace be upon him) globally. With
hard work, dedication and the
blessing of Allah the Almighty, the
Jama’at was established in almost 50
countries during the period of Hazrat
Musleh Maud’s (may Allah be pleased
with him) Khalifat.

AUXILIARY ORGANISATIONS

One of the initiatives Hazrat Musleh
Maud (may Allah be pleased with
him) established was subdividing the
Jama’at into 4 individual auxiliary
organisations, two of which were the
Lajna Imaa’illah in 1922 and
Nasiratul Ahmadiyya in 1939.

WEMBLEY CONFERENCE

In September 1924, Hazrat Musleh
Maud (may Allah be pleased with
him) travelled to London, through
Damascus, Palestine, Egypt, Italy and
France. The purpose of this journey
was to not only meet the Ahmadis of
these countries, but to also attend the
‘Conference of Living Religions’ in
Wembley. Chaudhary Muhammad

FOUNDATION OF THE
FAZL MOSQU

The historic event that took place in
London in 1924 was the laying of the
foundation stone of Fazl Mosque on
the 19th of October.

TEHRIK E JADID &
WAQF E JADID

Tehrik-e-Jadid was a scheme
established by Hazrat Musleh Maud
(may Allah be pleased with him) in
1934 to help spread the message of
Ahmadiyyat internationally.
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Similarly, in 1957 another scheme by
the name of Waqf-e-Jadid was set up
to support missionaries that were
sent to different parts of and
India.

COMMENTARY OF
THE HOLY QURAN

Blessed with a divinely endowed
knowledge and insight of the Holy
Qur’an, Hazrat Musleh Maud (may
Allah be pleased with him) wrote two
detailed commentaries of the Holy
Qur’an, Tafsir-e-Sagheer and Tafsir-e
-Kabir.

THE PROMISED SON

The Promised Messiah (peace be
upon him) had prophesised the birth
of a promised son in 1886 and on
28th January 1944, Hazrat Musleh
Maud (may Allah be pleased with
him) claimed for the first time that he
was in fact this ‘Promised Son’. He
made this claim after receiving a
number of divine revelations and
dreams.

MIGRATION FROM OADIAN
TO RABWAH

With the of India and
in August 1947, Hazrat
Musleh Maud (may Allah be pleased
with him) moved with the Jama’at
from Qadian to develop a new town
in , . This became
the new headquarters of the

Ahmadiyya Jama’at.
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ATTEMPT ON HIS LIFE

On 1oth March 1954, during Asr
prayers, a man with the intention to
kill, stabbed Hazrat Musleh Maud
(may Allah be pleased with him) in
the neck. Despite the wound being
quite deep, Hazrat Musleh Maud
(may Allah be pleased with him)
survived the attack, by the Grace of
Allah. However, in April 1955, he had
to travel to FEurope for further
treatment.
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HAZRAT MIRZA BASHIRUDDIN MAHMUD AHMAD

MAY ALLAH BE PLEASED WITH HIM
IN ONE OF HIS SPEECHES GAVE
THE GLAD TIDINGS ABOUT KHILAFAT

“The tree of Ahmadiyyat will continue to grow so that its branches
shall reach the high heavens and this same tree will become a spiritu-
al link between the earth and the heavens, exactly as it was linked
during the ministry of the Holy Prophet (may peace and blessings of
Allah be upon him)”.

(AlFazl 27-10-1950)
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Khilafat is the ultimate leadership that follows the advent of a prophet. It is designed
to collate people in one hand and harness and channel the energy of masses into one
structured objective; to become the best version of themselves by attaining spiritual
progress. The biggest and fastest pious changes are brought into people's heart
through the hands of the Prophets. The prophet lays the foundation, the first Khalifa
builds the first floor, the second Khalifa builds the second floor and so on until the
building reaches high in the sky and becomes like a blessed tree; its roots are firmly
established in the earth and its branches reach into the heaven, it brings forth its
fruits at all times by the command of its Lord. !

How is this leadership different from other forms of rulers and kings who work for
the beneficence of their people? In this age of democracy, people may wonder if the
leadership of an individual Khalifa is likely to lead to dictatorship?2 So, let us see,
what are the distinct qualities of Khilafat that set it apart from the monarchy or an
elected sovereign leader. This question was asked by Hazrat Maulana Abul Atta
Jalandharee to Hazrat Musleh Mau’ud (may Allah be pleased with them) in 1952. The
answer to this question is recorded in Al-Furqan magazine, July 1963 issue, and was
later translated.3

In Islam, Khilafat-i-Rashida has seven distinctive features:

1. Election
God says in the Holy Quran:

"Indeed, Allah orders you to bestow trusts upon those best suited to
them' (4:59).

Here the word used is "trusts" but since it occurs in the context of government, it
means the trust of government. The method of elections has been left to believers to
decide. As Khilafat in its early days was political as well as religious, it was decided by
the believers that the election should be held by the companions of the Holy Prophet
(may peace and blessings of Allah be upon him), who knew the faith well, and also,
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the person who was well versed in it. It is possible to have different rules regarding
elections according to different times and had Khilafat continued after the lifetime of
the companions they would certainly have given consideration to the devising of
relevant methods. The point however is that Khilafat is elective and the method of
election has been left open to believers.

A question may arise in our minds here: A Khalifa is elected by people but how do we
really know that he is ALSO appointed by God? The answer to this question comes
from the Holy Quran where we are directed to pray for ourselves, our children, our
wives and also, we are directed to pray that Allah may appoint us an Imam or a leader
of the righteous.

The Holy Quran says:
“... and make us Imam for the righteous” (25:75).

The question is: Does Allah hear this prayer? Of course, He does, as long as we are
true believers and are obedient. When a Khalifa passes away, his death brings a great
shock to the Community of believers. A death in the family is a profound shock. A
death of a father is a great shock to his children. Similarly, the death of the spiritual
father is a great shock to his spiritual children. Everyone becomes fearful and
apprehensive whether Allah will continue to manifest Himself towards them through
this blessed institution of Khilafat or not. They become much grieved and agitated.
They question themselves as to whether they have been obedient to Khilafat or they
have gone astray. They turn to Allah. They pray fervently to Him. They repent of all
their sins and seek Allah’s forgiveness and beseech Him to guide them. They ask Him:
"O Allah! Guide us to choose the person whom You want to appoint’. The
appointment of the Khalifa thus is not their action. It is Allah’s action. They are only
instruments in manifesting God’s Will. They only cast their votes. As the grower, the
farmer who grows crops only throws the seeds, but Allah is the real Grower. So, the
believers pray: “O Allah! Give us guidance. Tell us, whom You want to appoint, and
we, in obedience to You, shall cast our votes for him’.4

2. Sharia

A Khalifa is under the yoke of Sharia (Law). He can reject the counsel of his advisors,
but he cannot ignore the laws of Sharia. Thus, although he is a constitutional head, he
is not absolutely free.

3. Consultation

In addition to the control of Sharia, the Khalifa is subject to consultations as well. In
all important matters he is bound to consult his advisors and follow their advice as far
as possible. Finally, he takes the decision under Divine guidance.
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4. Morals

Since a Khalifa is the religious head as well as the leader of obligatory prayers, he
feels morally and sub-consciously obliged to lead a righteous path but this situation
does not apply to a political leader, whether elected or not.

9. Equality

A Khalifa is equal to other fellow beings in human rights. He can secure his rights
through the judicial system just as people can obtain their rights from him through
the same process.

6. Providential protection

As he is a component of the religious machine, a Khalifa has been promised
providential protection from major mistakes liable to bring about disastrous
consequences. In such situations he is assured of God's Succour and help against
adversaries. This unique position is not available to any other type of leader.

1.  Non-political

A Khalifa is not aligned to any political party and his position is that of a father. God
says: "When you adjudicate, do so with justice" (4:59) i.e. a person in the position of
Khalifa should exercise complete justice, leaning neither to an individual nor to a
party (Al-Furqan, Khilafat Issue, July 1958).5

On 6 June 2014, the World Head of the Ahmadiyya Muslim Community, the Fifth
Khalifa, His Holiness Hazrat Mirza Masroor Ahmad (may Allah be his helper) said in
his weekly Friday Sermon: “Whilst worldly leaders have secular goals, the purpose of
Khilafat is to draw the attention of all people towards fulfilling each other’s rights. It
is to instil a spirit amongst Ahmadi Muslims of giving precedence to their faith over
all worldly matters and Khilafat makes every effort to peacefully establish the Unity of
God in the world.” ¢

Mostafa Sabet Sahib, a great Ahmadi scholar states, “Once I asked Chaudhry
Muhammad Zafrulla Khan a question. I said, ‘Chaudhry Sahib, through all your life
you have been very successful, and Allah has blessed you so much. Would you tell me
why?” Without any hesitation to think about an answer, he said: ‘Because throughout
all my life, I was obedient to Khilafat.” What a great answer by a great man!” 7

Speaking of the unique relationship between the Khalifa and Ahmadi Muslims,
Hazrat Khalifatul Masih V, Mirza Masroor Ahmad (may Allah be his helper) said:
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“Which leader or dictator is there who keeps a personal connection with each of his
citizens? On the other hand, the Khalifa of the time maintains a personal connection
with Ahmadi Muslims from amongst every race and from all parts of the world. It is
Khilafat alone that cares for and feels the pain of every Ahmadi Muslim and prays for
them.” Speaking of his own love and connection with the members of the Ahmadiyya
Muslim Community across the world, Huzoor (may Allah be his helper) said: “Before
sleeping at night there is no country of the world that I do not visit in my imagination
and no Ahmadi for whom I do not pray whilst sleeping and whilst awake. I am not
doing any favour because this is my duty, and may Allah enable me to ever increase in
assuming my responsibilities. The only reason I have said this is to make it clear that
there can be no comparison between Khilafat and other worldly or secular leaders.” 8
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May Allah the Exalted enable us to continue to benefit from the blessings of Khilafat.
May He enable us to understand this great and magnificent institution. May He
enable us, all together, to hold fast to that Rope of Allah, so that His blessings may
continue to be showered upon us all the time. Ameen!
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In the materialistic world everyone is looking for a perfect thing or an ideal
model to hold on to, to look up to, to learn from and to become like them.
Today we have taken a different or may I say light-hearted route to study

and to comprehend ourselves from the beautiful personalities and
incidents from our beloved Khulafa, who are not only the perfect: =
embodiments of spirituality but also guide us in every aspect of living in
this world.

“Their Messengers said to them, ‘We are indeed only men like yourselves, t
but Allah bestows His favour on whomsoever He wills from among His ~—
servants. And it is not for us to bring you a proof except by the command of )
Allah. And in Allah alone should the believers put their trust” , ,i -

Hazrat Khalifatul-Masih I (may Allah be pleased with him) was a head
teacher in a school and his resignation from the headmastership came
about in a dramatic manner. He described it as follows: 'On one occasion
the Inspector of Schools arrived while I was at my meal. I invited him to
join me. Instead of accepting my invitation, he retorted: 'I am afraid you
have not recognised me. My name is Khuda Bakhsh and I am the Inspector
of Schools. 'Oh, indeed. That is well. You are a man of integrity. You do not
partake of food offered by a teacher. How good that is!" Having said this I
continued with my meal, and he, while holding his pony, waited for me to
tell some student to go and hold his pony. When he saw that I made no
move, he asked me: 'Kindly tell a student to hold my pony.' I answered:
'Sir, you are so punctilious that you do not partake of food offered by a
teacher deeming it to be a bribe.
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Then how can I ask a student to hold
your pony. They come to school to
study and not to serve as stable boys.
Besides, you might ask for it to be
tethered and fed; but how could the
pony be fed when you yourself are not
willing to accept the hospitality of a
teacher?"

The pony was getting impatient, but in
the meantime the Inspector’s staff
arrived and began to look after
everything. Presently he signified that
he would proceed with the
examination of  the students;
whereupon I put the students in order
and myself withdrew and sat apart.
The Inspector held the examination,

and then said to me: 'T have heard that
you are very capable and hold a
distinguished diploma from the
Normal School. Perhaps that explains
your imperious attitude.' I replied: 'Sir,
I do not regard a few square inches of
paper as God." Then I sent for the
diploma and tore it into pieces before
his eyes and demonstrated that I did
not associate anything with God. The
Inspector regretted the whole incident
and blamed himself for having
occasioned the loss of my diploma. But
the truth is that the tearing up of the
diploma became a turning point in my
life and opened wide for me the gates
of Divine bounty..

Huzoor would sometimes go hunting
and compete against his colleagues and
family members in cooking food and
once I remember he competed against
a large number of Jama‘at members in
swimming in a canal (which was at a
distant of three miles from Qadian)
from one bridge to another. The test
was to not to let your feet touch the
ground and anyone who touched the
ground deliberately or accidentally had
to raise his hand and go out of the race.
When he reached at the other bridge,
he was left with only a handful of men
with him. We followed this race along
the canal bank. Huzoor at that time
wore a home-spun long short, which
was long enough to cover his knees.;

Hazrat Khalifatul-Masih IT (may Allah
be pleased be with him) states himself;

“From the archive of foolish incidents,
I remember my silly incident. Many
times, I have laughed upon recalling
this incident and sometimes my eyes
have also filled with tears. However, I
look upon it with great reverence. And
from the incidents of my life that fill
me with pride there is one among them
that is foolish. That incident took place
one night in the time of the Promised
Messiah [as] when we were all sleeping
in the courtyard. It was summertime
and rain clouds suddenly appeared in
the night sky accompanied by roaring
thunder. During this, lightning fell
somewhere close to Qadian. However,
its blast was so loud that every
household in Qadian thought this

lightning might have struck their
house.... Owing to the blast and some
rainstorms everyone went into their
rooms. When the lightning struck,
those of us sleeping in the courtyard
also got up and went inside. I
remember that scene to this day.
When the Promised Messiah [as] was
going to go inside, I covered his head
with both my hands. So that if
lightning struck it would strike me, not

him. Later when I returned to my
senses, I laughed at my actions. It was
because of him that we were to be
saved from the lightning not that he
could be protected by us! I think that
action of mine was no less than the act
of a madman. However, I am always
happy because this action made
manifest to me my love for the
Promised Messiah [as]. 4

Hazrat Khalifatul Masih III has always
been impressed by the wonders of
nature and studied nature with
earnest devotion. He says that he
studies nature because its study is
evidence of the truth contained in the
Holy Quran.

He recalls that during the time of the
Musleh Maud, the Promised Son and
Khalifatul-Masih II (may Allah be
pleased with him), some members had
been ex-communicated and a member
of the community came to see Huzoor.
He expressed his surprise that such
members existed in our community.
Huzoor stated that he took this
member to a nearby eucalyptus tree.
The tree had some withered branches,
yet it was evergreen. Huzoor asked
this gentleman  whether these
branches showed signs of life or death.
The gentleman admitted that he then
understood this philosophy. Huzoor
adds that every living tree has certain
dead wood but in essence a tree is
judged by the strength of its roots.
There are similar members in the
community; although admittedly they
number but a few, they are

nonetheless there. They resemble the
deadwood. But the roots of the tree on
which the community now grows are
strong and as such the dead branches
fall off naturally.

Another evidence of his love for nature
is that he once said that when he read
in the Holy Quran:

Huzoor decided to be a witness to this
act of God. He adds: "I went to the
garden and selected certain leaves on a
tree. Some were very green while
others had turned ochre red and were
about to fall. I observed these leaves
daily but I was very surprised to note
during the night some green leaves
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had fallen while the withered leaves
still remained affixed to the tree. This
observation created a firm belief in my
heart of the truth of the Holy Quran
because it would have been logical if
the withered leaf were to fall but the
contrary took place. This fact upheld
the claim that whatever takes place on
this Earth, does so according to a
divine decree!"

Huzoor takes a walk in his garden
every day. I have been a witness to
Huzoor's close scrutiny of some rose
bushes as if for a long time, Huzoor
was marvelling at its extreme beauty
in its apparent weakness.

He is such an avid enthusiast of nature
that once he came to learn that a
tenant had cut all trees at the house.
Huzoor was deeply aggrieved to learn
about this. Huzoor said that quite
apart from their national and scenic
values, Islam had forbidden the
chopping down of trees. When the
Holy Prophet (may peace and
blessings of Allah be upon him), was
about to enter a battle one of his
instructions were that trees should not

be molested and that whichever
territory is won, the responsibility for
safeguarding the trees shall be on the
victors.

Huzoor loves flowers and in particular
the rose. He is a keen gardener and
engages in this pastime every day. In
his house there are numerous varieties
of roses and he closely supervises
these plants.

On one of his lands, he has planted an
orchard of various kinds of fruit trees.
He says that the Holy Quran speaks of
gardens having every species of trees
and as such he wishes to experiment
growing them in his garden.

Quite apart from the greeneries, he is
very knowledgeable about horses,
other animals and the bees. He can
keep the most learned expert on these
subjects utterly amazed with his
mastery of these topics.s

Few excerpts from his biography,
written by Iian Adamson; Hazrat
Mirza Tahir Ahmad (may Allah have
mercy on him) states:

“My mother said that she wanted me
to be a doctor, a physician. I did not
want to be a doctor, but out of respect
I tried to study and achieve that
objective, but, right from the start, I
was the poorest possible student. My
education was not a formative factor
in my life — I don’t think it played any
real role whatsoever.

“What happened was that instead of
going through my books and
memorising the right parts in order to
get good marks I just skimmed
through them. I understood what was
said; I got the message and got the
platform so that I could move on. But I
was never a good student.

“For instance, my scientific studies
were a total failure as far as obtaining
good marks is concerned. But they
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opened new avenues for me and I
would study other books on those
subjects and enjoy myself by enlarging
my knowledge, but it was not the
knowledge that would help you as far
as getting diplomas and degrees. I was
just in love with knowing more and
more.

“When it came to exams there was a
system where if you failed by, say, five
marks you could have five marks
added ‘with favour’. But it was noted
on the pass list. Usually I was among
those who were passed ‘with favour’.
When fewer ‘favour marks’ were given
I failed. I remember with my first

English examination I received only
three marks out of 150. I was not a
good student and I was very sorry that
I was failing my mother. It upset her
greatly.”

His cousin M. M. Ahmad commented,
“His mother wanted to see him at the
top of everything. Her sights were very
high. She was very devoted to the
cause of the Community - that was
very strong in her, it used to come out
on almost every occasion.”

Early on, when he was about seven,
her hopes had certainly rubbed off on
Tahir. One of his sisters, Amatul
Qayum, remembers that when they
asked him what he was going to be
when he grew up, he would reply, “I
am going to be a shepherd of people. I
will look after them”.

The need to respect other religions
was paramount in his tuition. They
were told they must not attempt to
monopolise piety, good works and

moral values for Islam alone to the
exclusion of all other religions. And it
was not a sign of a good Muslim to
shun your neighbour because he was a
Hindu or a Sikh.

By the time he was 14 years of age,
however, doubts had begun to creep
in. By then, though he was interested
in scientific studies, he still languished
at the bottom of most of his classes,
including science. He had, however,
started conducting scientific
experiments on his own which had
nothing to do with the school
curriculum.

He had also discovered his father’s
library. In it were books discussing
Darwin’s Theory of Evolution, various
textbooks of biology and the works of
Freud. “I was not old enough to fully
understand these books, but they had
a general influence, a sort of vague,
misty influence on my thinking. I
began wondering: Did God exist?”
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He fell asleep on many nights with a
book in his hand. It was perhaps this
constant reading  which  was
responsible for the severe migraine
that he now began to suffer from. He
had no doubts about the truth of Islam
as compared to other religions. “I was
fully convinced that it was logical”. As
far as the doctrine of the logical truth
of Islam Tahir had no doubt, but he
was now to go through a period of
doubt about the very existence of God.

“I was sure that theoretically God
could exist. But did He still exist?”

“I would pray to God: ‘If you exist,
then I am in search of you. Let me
know that you are there otherwise I
may drift astray and may not be held
responsible. Maybe I am responsible, I
would pray, but I think that I should
not be held responsible.”

Abid khan sahib who is the press
secretary of jamaat Ahmadiyya UK
states in one of his personal accounts
about Huzoor (may Allah be his
Helper). As I sat with Huzoor, I
mentioned that Huzoor had been in
Singapore for more than a week yet
had not been out to see the city or any
place even once. Huzoor responded by
saying: “I go from the residence to the
Mosque every day. That is more than
enough. It is more important for me to
meet Ahmadis than to do any sight
seeing or to visit the city.” Hearing
these words reinforced in me just how
selfless the Khalifa is. If Huzoor ever

Then, one afternoon, he went through
an experience which resolved for him
forever the question of the existence of
God.

“I was in a state of semi-consciousness
— halfway between a dream and
reality. I saw the entire earth squeezed
into a ball. There was no creation of
any sort visible — no life, no cities,
nothing — just the earth. Then I saw
each particle of the world tremble and
burst out into a slogan: OUR GOD!
Each particle was proclaiming the
reason for its existence.

“The whole world was flooded with a
strange light and every atom of the
earth began to swell and contract in
rhythm. I found myself repeating the
words ‘OUR GOD’.”

indicated even slightly that he wished
to see any part of Singapore or to do
any sightseeing the Ahmadis would be
delighted and honoured to take him.
However, Huzoor’s priority lay
elsewhere. Huzoor’s priorities lay in
meeting the local Ahmadis, spending
time with them, listening to and
solving their problems, praying for
them and guiding them.

National Secretary Tarbiyat Nau Mubai'at (New Converts)

By the Grace of Allah, the Lajna Imaillah UK Tarbiyat Nau Mubai’at Department
successfully held its third Annual luncheon on Thursday 18 April 2019.

Each year the event provides a wonderful opportunity for sisters new to the
Jamaat, Nau Mubai’at, to meet with each other and strengthen the bonds of
sisterhood.

Nau Mubai’at from a total of seven regions together with local Secretaries were
invited to attend the luncheon. This year the event took place at Baitul Nusrat,
Lajna Imaillah UK Headquarters.

given the opportunity to have a tour of the Fazl Mosque
complex with their respective local Secretary. National
Secretary Nusrat Safir Sahiba, prepared and distributed a fact
sheet for the local Secretaries to use during the tour detailing
the rich history of Fazl Mosque. In 1914 an initial appeal was | -
launched by Hazrat Khalifatul Masih II (may Allah be pleased : -

with him), and through sacrifices from the Lajna of Qadian,

the purchase of the land was made possible. From its humble beginning, Fazl
Mosque provided residence to the Ahmadiyyat Khilafat in 1984 and continued to
serve as the Headquarters of the Jamaat for close to 35 years. The opportunity
for the Nau Mubai’at to spend time with local sadrs was especially appreciated.
Sister Rabia Zaheer Sahiba from expressed her appreciation by saying

“It was a great experience which provided the opportunity to
interact with other new converts. Baitul Fazl tour from inside was
Jaith inspiring. I have seen in old videos but never been inside -the

Jurst mosque in London. ”
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The attendees then offered congregational Zuhr prayers at the mosque before
making their way to neighbouring Baitul Nusrat for the luncheon itself.

The luncheon began with silent prayer and an ice breaker activity. A delicious
lunch followed courtesy of the National Ziafat Department, comprising of a fresh
garden salad, roast chicken and the main pasta dish. The attendees enjoyed ice
cream for dessert and a cake decorated with the official logo for the Tarbiyat Nau
Mubai’at Department.

Prior to serving the cake, the attendees heard a portion of the blessed writings of
the Promised Messiah (peace be upon him) which inspired the design for the logo
in the following words:

“0’ my companions! My beloved! The flourishing branches of the tree

of my being! You who have been blessed by God and thereupon came

into the fold of my Community and continue to passionately sacrifice
your life, your comfort and your wealth in this cause!”

Earlier in the year during an Amila Mulaqat (an audience with Hazrat Khalifatul
Masih V and the National Secretaries of Lajna Imaillah), Nusrat Safir Sahiba was
graciously advised by Huzoor Aqdas (may Allah be his Helper) of the importance of
the Nau Mubaiat’s learning and understanding Surah Al Fatiha. Following this
blessed guidance, some of the Nau Mubai’at were gifted with a framed copy of
Surah Al Fatiha with either English, Urdu or German translation as according to
their first language.

National Secretary Tarbiyat Nau Mubai’at Mrs. Nusrat Safir commented:

“It is always a joy and a privilege to see our newly converted Ahmadi
sisters who range from many different countries and backgrounds,
coming together in one place and strengthening
their bonds with each other and the Jama’at (community),

is reflected in the words of the Nau Mubai’at:

Sister Meena Thakkar Sahiba, originally from India also spoke of her happiness
at attending the event, by saying:

“Lunch with the new converts was a soulful journey with all from
different parts of the world and different backgound. I enjoyed every
bit of it and was happy to know their story of conversion”.

Sister Uzma Shahzadi Sahiba, commented:

“It was really good. It was a great moment to meet with other new
converts and listen to their stories that how they turned their lives
into Ahmadiyyat. Also, I came to know the importance of the Fazl
Mosque for the Ahmadiyya community. It was such a nice event to
