Such programmes also
help foster a love for the Jama’at
and sense of allegiance to it from a
young age.

In this way, the Lajna Ijtema
provides an excellent platform for
the Tarbiyyat of our Ahmadi
Muslim women and girls and I hope
and pray that this Ijtema has
proved beneficial to all. Anyway,
today, I wish to remind all of you
about the immense value of
remaining firm in your faith and
being ready to offer any sacrifice for
the sake of your religion and beliefs.
Certainly, for any true religious
community, it is essential that its
followers consider their religion,
and of course nation and
community, to be of paramount
importance and be ready to make
sacrifices for its cause. Unless we
constantly seek to increase our faith
and to live by our religious
teachings, our verbal utterances are
meaningless and entirely
disingenuous.

For us, Ahmadi Muslims, it is even
more imperative that we live our
lives according to the teachings of
our religion. We must be ever
attentive to the demands of our

faith, because we claim to have
accepted that person, who was sent
by Allah the Almighty, as the Imam
of the Age, as the true servant of the
Holy Prophet Muhammad (sa), and
who was sent for the revival of the
true teachings of Islam.

Indeed, we have taken the oath of
allegiance of that person, who was
sent by Allah the Almighty, with
two outstanding objectives.

Firstly, he was sent to draw
humanity back towards its Creator
to re-establish a spiritual bond
between God Almighty and
mankind and, secondly, he was sent
to urge all human beings to fulfil
the rights of one another and to
uphold human values. Certainly,
the Promised Messiah (as)
illuminated the world with the
resplendent light of Islamic
teachings and, according to the
command of Allah, he established a
community of followers whose
sole objective was to act upon
those pristine teachings.
Given this, we who have
accepted him, should always be
conscious of the fact that it is our
foremost obligation to live our lives
according to Islam and, for this, we
must be ready to make any sacrifice
required of us for the sake of our
faith. It is quite easy to say that you
are willing to make sacrifices for
your beliefs but, in reality, until a
person gives precedence to his or
her faith over all worldly matters,
they will not be ready to make
genuine sacrifices.

In the Lajna pledge, Ahmadi
women proclaim that they are ready
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to sacrifice everything for the sake
of their religion and nation, whilst
in the Nasirat pledge, our young
girls vow to serve their religion,
country and nation. Hence, all of
you must solemnly reflect upon
these words and strive to practically
uphold them at every corner and
every turn in your lives.

Be amongst those women and girls,
who light up the world through
their sincerity, morality and
through their readiness to give up
everything for the sake of their
religion and nation. Such pious and
exemplary standards of sacrifice
can only be achieved if you are
mindful of following the commands
of Allah the Almighty in every
respect.

This is why the Promised Messiah
(as) once said:

No one can be purified until God
Almighty does not make them so.
Naturally, the question arises that
how can we be purified by God
Almighty? In answer to this very
question, the Promised Messiah
(as) said:

When a person approaches God
Almighty with complete humility,
meekness and devotion, his prayers
are accepted by Him and he
becomes righteous. He attains the
ability to understand the faith of the
Holy Prophet (sa).

Without this, no matter how often a
person verbally professes his faith
or religion and no matter how much
he worships, it is nothing except
mere words and meaningless rituals
and simply following the customs of
one’s forefathers. There is no truth
or spirituality to it.

Consequently, a spirit of sacrifice
will only develop inside you when
you attain spirituality through a
personal relationship with Allah the
Almighty and for this, you must
earnestly bow down before Him
with absolute humility.

A willingness to make sacrifices for
your faith is only possible if you are
constantly trying to morally
improve and increase in
righteousness. Only then can a
person be counted amongst those
who are really giving precedence to
their faith over all worldly matters.
In light of this, it is up to every
Ahmadi Muslim to self-assess and
monitor whether they are moving
towards Allah the Almighty and
developing a relationship with Him.
Unquestionably, out of His sheer
grace and mercy, Allah the
Almighty has bestowed, and
continues to bestow, the Jama’at of
the Promised Messiah (as) with
countless devoted women who have
understood the demands of their
faith and acted upon them, no
matter the grave trials or
tribulations that ensued.

Such women have excelled in piety,
righteousness and virtue. They have
made colossal sacrifices for their
faith and have followed in the
golden  footsteps  of  those
outstanding Muslim women who
sacrificed everything for the sake of
their religion in the early Islamic
period. It is often easier for people
to relate to real-life examples and so
I shall now mention some of the
Ahmadi women who have made
great sacrifices for the sake of
Ahmadiyyat in recent years. Their




cases testify to the fact that a spirit
of true sacrifice is alive and well
within our Jama’at.

The first lady I shall mention is
Anjum sahiba from Canada, who
accepted Ahmadiyyat after
substantial research and
investigation. Ultimately, she came
to the realisation that the
Promised Messiah (as) was the
true representative of the Holy
Prophet (sa) in this era. She
understood that whatever the
Promised Messiah (as) taught was
a manifestation of the original
teachings of Islam and she realised
that the way to attain Allah’s
favour was to join the blessed
community of the Promised
Messiah (as) and to be ready for
whatever sacrifices were required.

Thereafter, in reality, she did have
to make many sacrifices for the
sake of her faith. After she took
Bai’at in 1994, her husband
became infuriated and tried his
utmost to force her to abandon her
faith in Ahmadiyyat. He forcefully
prevented her from attending the
Friday prayers, or any other
Jama’at events, and even brought
some non-Ahmadi Maulawies into

their home, who tried to coerce her
to leave Ahmadiyyat. However,
their concerted efforts proved to be
in vain. No matter how cruelly she
was pressured, harassed and
persecuted, she remained firm in
her faith and displayed exemplary
steadfastness.

As a result, her husband
mercilessly removed her and their
three children from the family
home and threw them onto the
streets. As she had nowhere else to
go, Anjum sahiba took her children

to a motel where they stayed for
some days. Upon this, her family
spread rumours that Ahmadis
were funding her, but this was
completely wrong. In fact, where
she  had  previously lived
comfortably, she took work as a
domestic cleaner to earn just
enough money to shelter and feed
her  children.  Despite the
harrowing change of
circumstances she was forced to
endure, her resolve never faltered.

She did not let the intense
pressure she faced lessen her faith
even an iota. After some time
passed, she received marriage
proposals from non-Ahmadi men,
but she rejected each one and said
that she would only ever marry an
Ahmadi man. Upon this, one man
who had proposed to her was so
impressed by her faith that he
began to learn about Ahmadiyyat
and soon he was also convinced by
the truth of the Promised Messiah
(as).

They later married and, ever since,
their family has maintained a loyal
and sincere relationship with the
Jama’at. Accordingly, this brave
lady, not only guarded her own
faith and that of her children, but
also brought a non-Ahmadi into
the fold of Ahmadiyyat.

Another lady, Noor Jahan sahiba
from Calcutta in India, accepted
Ahmadiyyat in 1981. A major
reason she converted was after
seeing how the Ahmadiyya Muslim
Community was engaged in the
service of Islam by doing Tabligh
throughout the world. She was
particularly moved by the fact that
the Jama’at had established a
system of financial sacrifice, that
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is Chanda, with the purpose of
propagating Islam far and wide.

She observed her Ahmadi friends,
who were very regular in paying
Chanda, and, after some time, told
them that she also wished to donate
some money as sacrifice. However,
she was informed that the Jama’at
only accepted Chanda from
Ahmadis and so could not accept
her offer. Upon this, she informed
that she had read several books
published by the Jama’at and
already considered herself to be an
Ahmadi in her heart, even if she
had not officially taken the Bai’at.
Due to her ardent desire to take
partake in Chanda, she openly took
Bai’at, despite the fact that her
father =~ and  other  relatives
immediately turned against her.
They harassed and abused her and
she had to endure a period of severe
financial hardship. However, Allah
the Almighty rewarded her patience
and sacrifices, as she got a job at a
school and was subsequently
appointed as headmistress.
Furthermore, rather than her being
led away from Ahmadiyyat by her
family, the opposite proved true
because the rest of her family came
to accept Ahmadiyyat eventually.
Alhamdulillah.

Another lady I wish to mention is
Raeesa sahiba, from Kanpur in
India. When she accepted
Ahmadiyyat along with her
children, she had to pass through
many struggles. Even before
accepting Ahmadiyyat, her financial
circumstances were dire and she

made a very basic living
selling bangles in different
villages. After taking Bai’at, she was
forced to withstand even greater
hardships and worries, because
much of her family turned against
her.
However, with the grace of Allah,
Allah the Almighty rewarded her
patience, because soon her material
state began to improve and instead
of having to travel to the villages,
she was able to establish her own
independent shop. Seeing how
Allah the Almighty had improved
her circumstances increased her
faith even more. Hence, where
previously she was living a very
impoverished life, she is now at the
forefront of making financial
sacrifices for the sake of her faith.
I also wish to narrate a faith-
inspiring incident of a lady,
Sanjeeda sahiba, from India. In the
year 2000, her husband accepted
Ahmadiyyat and he preached to her
and soon she also accepted the
truth of the Promised Messiah (as).
Following her Bai’at, her own
family turned vehemently against
her and completely disowned her.
They physically beat her and sought
to intimidate her with various
threats.
Yet, she showed remarkable
courage and stayed firm in her
faith. She was originally from a
wealthy family, but after accepting
Ahmadiyyat her father told her that
she would be cut off from the family
inheritance and all her rights,
unless she revoked her belief in the
Promised Messiah (as).

Upon this, Sanjeeda sahiba replied
to her father saying:

You are trying to force me to give
up my faith, by cutting me off from
this worldly inheritance, but let me
tell you that, in return for forsaking
these few rupees, Allah the
Almighty has already given me a
priceless reward worth more than
all the money in the world in the
shape of Ahmadiyyat. Thus, I swear
that I do not care even in the
slightest for the loss of any material
wealth or my share of the family
inheritance!

Similarly, another Indian lady, Alfa
sahiba, from Korea in District
Sitapur accepted Ahmadiyyat, even
though all the other people in her
village were non-Ahmadis. As a
result, she was subjected to horrific
persecution and even her parents
threatened her and mocked her.
They tauntingly asked her:

Who now will marry your
daughters? They will be left all
alone as spinsters!

Upon this, Alfa sahiba responded
with great forbearance. She said
that she had accepted Ahmadiyyat
for the sake of Allah the Almighty
and was convinced that He would
take care of all her needs, no matter
what. She said that her daughters
would, Insha’Allah, marry Ahmadi
Muslims. With the grace of Allah,
her  resolute  patience and
steadfastness has been rewarded,
wherein two of her daughters are
now happily married with Ahmadi
missionaries/mu’alims  (religious
teachers), whilst she was close to
arranging a match for her other
daughter with a good-natured
Ahmadi youth at the time this

incident was recorded.

In Spain, an Ahmadi lady, Wafaa
sahiba, had to endure many
problems and anxieties after
accepting Ahmadiyyat. For
example, her husband divorced her,
but this did not weaken her faith
and she bore this trial with great
fortitude. Alhamdulillah, later she
was blessed by Allah the Almighty
with a good and happy marriage to
an Arab Ahmadi. With the grace of
Allah, she continues to excel in
righteousness and financial
sacrifice for the sake of the Jama’at.
Similarly, there is a lady in
Palestine who, after accepting
Ahmadiyyat, has faced a lot of
persecution and endured many
cruelties.
She has even been taken to court
over her religious beliefs. Her
husband has divorced her, but not
once has her faith in Ahmadiyyat
lessened and she continues to
display exemplary patience and is
fulfilling her pledge of giving
whatever  sacrifice  her faith
requires.
Furthermore, Allah the Almighty
has also given the Jama’at such
honourable and devout women who
have given their lives for the sake of
their faith and joined the esteemed
ranks of the martyrs. For example,
in 2011, an Ahmadi Muslim lady,
Maryam Khatoon sahiba, from
was martyred
when she was attacked by non-
Ahmadis.
Just aged 26, and the mother to
three young children, Maryam
sahiba was fired upon by anti-
Ahmadi opponents in her home and
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due to the severity of the injuries,
she was martyred at the scene.
These are just a handful of
incidents, which illustrate that in
different nations across the world,
Ahmadi Muslim women are giving
whatever sacrifices are required by
their faith.

Moreover, many women have
accepted Ahmadiyyat after seeing
dreams testifying to the truth of the
Promised Messiah (as). Such
women have gone on to become
exemplary Ahmadi Muslims and
excelled in righteousness and their
faith and spirit of sacrifice have
continued to increase. For example,
a lady from a village in the African
country of Guinea-Bissau narrates
that she saw a dream in which the
local Ahmadi missionary presented
her with a book and told her that
her salvation lay in that book.

Upon opening it, she saw a photo of
a person and asked the missionary
who it was.
In reply, he said: This is a photo of
Khalifatul Masih.
After waking up, the next day she
went to visit the same
missionary and narrated her
dream. Upon this, the
missionary said that Allah
the Almighty has shown you a
clear sign of the truth of
Ahmadiyyat. The lady responded by
stating that she was well aware that
Allah has given her a very clear
message and so she had come to
take the Bai’at and was ready for
any sacrifice the Jama’at required
of her. Ever since accepting
Ahmadiyyat, she has excelled in

offering financial sacrifices and very
bravely she goes out to do Tabligh
and tells people her own story
about how Allah guided her to
Ahmadiyyat.

Similarly, an Ahmadi man from
Bangladesh, Palaash sahib, narrates
an incident about his wife who was
a teacher. When the school
administration where she worked
learned she was an Ahmadi, they
became highly agitated and told her
to leave Ahmadiyyat.

Alternatively, they said that she
should, at the very least, publicly
announce that she was a Christian,
even if her heart remained as an
Ahmadi. Upon this, the lady said:

I accepted Ahmadiyyat after seeing
a dream testifying to its truth. We
offer Namaz five times a day. How
then can I now call myself a
Christian? I can leave my job but I
can never ever leave Ahmadiyyat.

It is not just Lajna members who
are making sacrifices for the sake of
their faith. Even young Nasirat are
setting an example for others in this
regard. For example, in Bangladesh,
there is a village where there are
just a handful of Ahmadis and they
have been subjected to intense
persecution and have suffered every
type of social boycott and pressure.
Even a ten-year-old Ahmadi girl, in

Year 4 at school, was not spared
from these cruelties. Whilst at
school, her teachers told her that
her father was now a Christian and
that he was destined for hell.

They cursed and abused him in
front of this little girl. They also
tried to influence her by promising
her a beautiful home and the best
food and schooling if she separated




from her father. Upon this, the little
girl remained strong and said:

My father cannot be hell-bound
because he is regular in Namaz and
neither can he be a Christian as
Christians do not perform Namaz!
She said:

I will never leave my Jama’at or my
father, no matter what you offer me.

In fact, after seeing the example of
my father, my belief in Ahmadiyyat
is even stronger.

This story was narrated by the
father of the girl himself and, as he
told this story, he broke down in
tears as he recalled the pious
example of his daughter. I have
presented a few modern day
examples to show you how Allah
the Almighty continues to manifest
the truth of the Promised Messiah
(as) throughout the world and how
He is instilling a spirit of sincere
sacrifice within Ahmadi Muslim
women and girls across the world.
As I mentioned, many Ahmadi
Muslim women have had to endure
horrific cruelties and hardships and
some have even given their lives for
the sake of the faith. With the Grace
of Allah, those noble women never
shirked from the challenges they
faced, rather their response to such
hatred and injustice was to increase
in their devotion to Ahmadiyyat and
being more determined to live their
lives as true servants of Islam.

For as long as this incredible spirit
of sacrifice remains within our
Jama’at, rest assured that no one
can ever weaken or harm the
Ahmadiyya Muslim Community,
Insha’Allah. Whilst, our

opponents concoct many plans and
hatch countless schemes in order to
destroy the Jama’at they will never
prove  successful, Insha’Allah.
Certainly, the opponents of
Ahmadiyyat will continue to make
threats against wus, but their
attempts will never reap any fruit,
because the faith that exists
amongst Ahmadi Muslim men,
women and children ensures that
the Community of the Promised
Messiah (as) will continue to
flourish and prosper no matter
what.

However, there is one note of
caution I wish to add. Whilst,
Ahmadi Muslims throughout the
world continue to serve the Jama’at
and to make sacrifices, each
Ahmadi Muslim must pay personal
attention to make sure that he or
she does not personally fall behind.
Every Ahmadi Muslim should
ensure that his or her standards
never slip. Always seek to increase
your faith and to travel on those
blessed paths that Allah the
Almighty has Himself commanded
us to walk upon. Always strive to
fulfil the objectives for which the
Promised Messiah (as) was sent.
Tread upon those golden walkways
that lead to directly to Him. Pay
heed to the words and instructions
of the Promised Messiah (as), who
has taught us how to attain the love
of our Creator. On one occasion, the
Promised Messiah (as) said:

A believer is he who is utterly loyal
to God Almighty. Once he has
believed then why would he




fret over any threat? For he has
declared that he will give
precedence to his faith over all
worldly matters... When one
forgoes his home,

his people and all his comforts for
the sake of God Almighty then God
Himself  provides for  him
everything he needs.

The Promised Messiah (as) further
said:

You should remain patient and
steadfast like the truthful people
because Allah the Almighty forever
helps the truthful and raises them
to an esteemed status.

The Promised Messiah (as)
continued:

Now, Allah the Almighty is
establishing a community of the
truthful! Whosoever is not sincere
or truthful will depart - if not today,
then certainly tomorrow! And they
will be separate from our fold.
However, God Almighty will never
forsake those who are honest and
true.

Hence, we should always strive to
ensure that we remain amongst the
truthful and never weaken in our
faith, God forbid. May we always
remain firm in our belief that we
have taken the Bai’at of that person,
who was sent by Allah the Almighty
according to the prophecies of the
Holy Prophet of Islam (sa). We have
accepted that person who was sent
in complete servitude of the Holy
Prophet (sa) and who was bestowed
by Allah with the status of a non-
law bearing prophet and was the
Imam Mahdi and Promised
Messiah (as). It was he, Hazrat
Mirza Ghulam Ahmad of Qadian
(as), who, in this era, due to his
heartache and anguish at the state

to which Muslims had descended,
established a pious community of
the truthful.

Always remember that every act
and every instruction of the
Promised Messiah (as) was in
accordance with commands of Allah
the Almighty and the teachings of
the noble Prophet of Islam (sa).
Thus, it is my ardent desire and
prayer that Allah the Almighty
enables all Ahmadi Muslims to
remain firmly attached to the
Promised Messiah (as) and to
follow his teachings and guidance in
every single matter.

Further, may every Ahmadi Muslim
remain firmly attached to the
institution of Khilafat-e-Ahmadiyya
which, according to the Promise of
Allah, was established following the
demise of the Promised Messiah
(as). Always pray that you remain
steadfast in your faith.

Rest assured, if you remain firmly
attached to Ahmadiyyat, Allah the
Almighty will never forsake you.
Instead, He will grant you the
status of a true believer and
count you amongst the
truthful. May Allah the Almighty
enable the faith of every Ahmadi
Muslim to constantly increase and
may every Ahmadi truly uphold
their claim of giving precedence to
their religion over all worldly
matters. Furthermore, you should
endeavour to nurture and morally
guide your children so that they are
also raised in a pious fashion and
with firm faith in the truth of
Ahmadiyyat.

Instil in them the true values of
Islam so that they too grow up into
model citizens who are ever-ready
to give whatever sacrifice is
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required for the sake of their faith
and nation.As long as Allah the
Almighty continues to bless our
Jama’at with noble women and
devoted mothers, who fulfil their
own pledges and who train their
children to be pious ambassadors
and servants of Ahmadiyyat, any and
every attempt to harm or destroy our
Jama’at will be doomed to fail.
Always remember that it is the
promise of Allah that He will ensure
that the Jama’at continues to grow
and we are all witnesses to how He is
fulfilling this promise each and every
day. Only due to His help and grace,
our Jama’at continues to prosper
and flourish and, Insha’Allah, always
will.

The only question is who will be the
fortunate ones who forever remain
part of this blessed community?

Certainly, all Ahmadi Muslims who
remain firm in their faith will be a
part of the fulfilment of the grand
promise of God, whilst those who are
not truthful will separate from God’s
pious community, as the Promised
Messiah (as) foretold.

With all my heart, I pray that may
Allah the Almighty enable every
person who accepts Ahmadiyyat to
remain a sincere member of the
Jama’at and to stay amongst those
counted as truthful believers. May
Allah the Almighty protect every
Ahmadi Muslim from negligence or
weakness in faith and keep them
under His Divine shade. In the end, I
pray that may Allah the Almighty
continue to bless Lajna Imaillah in
all respects. Ameen.
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‘Tolerance in Islam’ is not merely a fairy-tale phrase, Muslims live it in reality.
Tolerance and respect towards another’s right to practice one's religion is considered an
important aspect of human rights. The concept of tolerance is clearly developed in Islam
and the teachings of the Holy Prophet (may peace and blessings of Allah be upon him).
However, the emergence of Islamic extremists/terrorist groups convinces the world
that the philosophy of Islamic teachings leads to intolerance, disharmony, extremism
and rejects religious diversity and pluralism.

The Holy Quran clearly stresses the importance of religious freedom. There is no
compulsion in the matters of religion. Faith is an individual concern and commitment
between an individual and the One God -His Creator.

There should be no compulsion in religion. Surely,
right has become distinct from wrong.!

Ch 2:V 257

Islam so greatly emphasises the importance of religious tolerance that it would be
impossible to find such high standards elsewhere. Other people tend to believe that
until other religions are proven to be false, they are unable to prove the truth of their
own religion. Islam’s approach is very different because it teaches that whilst Islam is a
true religion sent for all mankind, the truth is that all Prophets of God were sent to all
peoples and nations of the world. This is clearly mentioned in the Holy Quran. Allah
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said that all Prophets were sent by Him with teachings of love and affection and so all
true Muslims must accept them. No other religion so willingly and openly praises every
faith as does Islam. Thus, Muslims cannot disrespect, mock or insult any of the
Prophets of God, nor can they injure the sentiments of the followers of any religion.

There is an entire chapter in the Holy Quran, Surah Kafirun (109), which clearly
explains that one is free to choose whichever path he desires, so a non-Muslim should
neither force a Muslim to worship what he worships, likewise a Muslim should not force
his beliefs upon a non-Muslim.

For you your religion, and for me my religion.2
Ch109:V7y

Without a shadow of doubt, Islam’s teachings are a guarantor for peace and security for
mankind. Sadly, these days much of the Islamic world has lost sight of Islam’s true and
essential teachings concerning religious freedom and tolerance. Countries such as
Indonesia, Egypt and , all currently have laws that suffocate the rights of
religious minorities. What does Islam teach about tolerance when someone
blasphemes?

There is no such punishment for blasphemy in the Holy Quran or in the traditions of the
Holy Prophet Muhammad (may peace and blessings of Allah be upon him). Blasphemy
against God is mentioned in the Holy Quran, Chapter 6, Verse 109:

And revile not those whom they call upon besides Allah,
lest they, out of spite revile Allah in their ignorance.3

The Holy Quran further relates in Chapter 4, Verse 141:

When you hear the Signs of God being denied and mocked at,
sit not with them until they engage in a talk other than that;
Jor in that case you would be like them.4

Some Muslims erroneously believe that if a person leaves Islam, he becomes an apostate
in Islam and so incurs the punishment of death! Once again, there is no such
punishment mentioned in the Holy Quran.
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The Holy Quran, Chapter 4, Verse 138 relates:

Those who believe, then disbelieve, then again believe,
then disbelieve and then increase in disbelief, Allah will
never forgive them, nor will He guide them to the way.5

From this verse it is clear that it is Allah not man, who will punish a person for apostasy.
If the punishment was really death, then how could a person believe again once he was
punished with death? It is possible that an individual may come back to Islam or that
his children may become Muslims. However, if you kill a person for leaving Islam, then
he has no opportunity of reverting back to Islam.

If one looks at the life of the Holy Prophet Muhammad (may peace and blessings of
Allah be upon him) through a lens of justice rather than through a lens of prejudice,
Islam can be seen as a religion of peace and compassion. It was the Prophet of Islam
who developed the love of God and the love of His creation within our hearts. It was he
who ingrained and established love and respect for all of mankind and for all religions
within Muslims.

The story of the Najran Christian preachers is one which epitomes the practices of the
Holy Prophet Muhammad (may peace and blessings of Allah be upon him) and reflected
Islam’s tolerance towards other creeds. In the historic book, A Glance at the Life of the
Holy Prophet of Islams, the story has been quoted as:

“The Prophet received a delegation of sixty Christians from the
region of Najran, a part of Yemen, at his mosque. When the time
Jor their prayer came, they faced the direction of east and
prayed. The Prophet (may peace and blessings be upon him)
ordered that they be left in their state and not harmed.”s

The Holy Prophet (may peace and blessings of Allah be upon him) spent his entire life
spreading peace in the world. This was his noble mission. Certainly, there will come a
day when the people of the world will realise that all he brought was a message of peace,
love and kindness.

As Ahmadis, we are incredibly fortunate that we have the guidance of Khilafat, reminding
us of the beautiful teachings of Islam and Ahmadiyyat. The world is on a precipice where
tolerance and respect for others seems to have become a rarity rather than a norm. But for
us, Khilafat is mooring and guiding us away from these shadows, into the light and beauty
of true Islam. The weekly Friday sermons, our 24-hour TV channel, our many and
increasing internet websites ,all lead us to the truth.
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It is the need of the hour today to go back to the real message of Islam which calls for
tolerance and respects religious diversity.

I end my article with a beautiful quote of Hazrat Khalifatul -Masih IV (may Allah have
mercy on him):

Swords can win territories but not hearts.

Forces can bend heads but not minds.”

The Promised Messiah (peace be upon him) states:

“Some sins are obvious such as telling lies, committing adultery, to betray
someone, giving false testimony, usurping the rights of others

and Shirk [associating partners with God] etc. However, some vices are so
subtle that a person does not even realise when he becomes entangled in
them. He considers them small and insignificant, yet, he does not realise. The
Promised Messiah (peace be upon him) has given examples of such sins, such
as the habit of complaining, expressing grief over small things, gossiping and
so on. The Promised Messiah (peace be upon him) states that such people
consider this to be completely insignificant, whereas the Holy Qur’an has de-
clared this to be of great significance. These small and insignificant aspects
such as complaining ultimately progresses to backbiting. For this reason, the
Holy Qur’an has declared this to be of great significance. Hence, God Al-
mighty has stated that [would any of you like to eat the flesh of his
brother who is dead?]. God Almighty becomes displeased at the fact that a
person utters such words, which would degrade his brother. One should not
even utter such words, because then such utterances develop into complaints,
and people begin to hold grudges, think ill of others and backbite and ulti-
mately, a person reaches a stage where he then physically tries to also cause
harm to the other person.”

We are living in the 21st century with a plethora of rights. Every day on social media, TV
or roads, we witness individuals, groups or organizations labelled as activists
proclaiming and working for a different set of rights; women’s rights, children’s rights,
employee rights, free speech rights, refugee rights and so on. Mesmerized by the chiming
resonance of this r-word, we often neglect the other more important r-word i.e.
responsibilities. We forget the fact that rights cannot be established without the
fulfilment of responsibilities. This basic principal is, however, fully ingrained in the
beautiful and universal Islamic teachings. Islam extraordinarily granted all these rights
to us about one and a half millennia ago, but at the same time, for the implementation of
all these rights, Islam fervently emphasizes on discharging one’s responsibilities to our
fellow beings. So where does this network of rights and responsibilities begin from?
Allah the Almighty says in the Qur’an:

Thy Lord has commanded, “Worship none but Him,
and show kindness to parents. If one of them or both of them
attain old age with thee, never say unto them any word
expressive of disgust nor reproach them, but address them
with excellent speech.”

“And lower to them the wing of humility out of tenderness.
And say, ‘My Lord, have mercy on them even as they
nourished me in my childhood.”” (17:24-25) 1

These verses signify that after the duty towards God, our foremost and greatest
responsibility is towards our parents—the first and the most important link of the
network. It is mandatory for children to love, obey and respect their parents. To provide
an unambiguous criterion for the level of kindness we owe to our parents, the first verse
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elucidates with an example that when one or both of our parents reach an age of
weakness and frailty while living with us, we should not spare them any act of kindness
and we, must not despise or scorn them in the least. At old age, when their behaviour
may sometimes get challenging, we should not even utter the slightest expression
of disapproval. Instead, we should speak to them in a highly esteemed manner and treat
them with utmost respect.

The expression, lower to them the wing of humility, reminds us of a bird which
opens up its wings to provide shelter and protection to its offspring. In the same way,
Allah the Almighty has obligated us to cover our parents gently under our love,
generosity and meekness by providing them with comfort and utmost care. Even after
doing all this, we can still never fully repay the favours, love and sacrifices that our
parents bore for us. Therefore, to make up the insufficiency, Allah instructs us to pray
for them. The words of the prayer infer that in old age, parents need to be treated as
obligingly and affectionately as children are looked after in their childhood. We are
required to pray to Allah to bestow mercy and forgiveness on our parents.

Before the advent of Islam, infanticide of female children was customary amongst some
Arab tribes. The birth of a daughter was considered disrespectful for the family and thus
they were doomed to be buried alive. Islam, however, strongly condemned the killing of
daughters as cited in the Holy Qur’an (81:9-10 & 16:59-60), and the Prophet
Muhammad (may peace and blessings of Allah be upon him) categorically adjured on
good upbringing of daughters saying,

‘He who brings up two girls through their childhood will
appear on the Day of Judgment attached to me like two
Jingers of a hand.’

(Muslim) 2

As Muslim women, we owe our lives and all our rights to Islam, which admonished our
parents against denying our rights. Thus, being daughters, we must also fulfil our duties
towards our parents and show them gratitude as Allah the almighty says,

‘...Give thanks to Me and to thy parents. Unto Me is the final
return.’ (31:15) 3

It is our task to cherish and obey our parents with great forbearance. We need to lower
our wing of humility onto them as they selflessly spent their lives bringing us up with
care and compassion. Once Hazrat Abdullah Bin Umar (may Allah be pleased with him),
a companion of Holy Prophet (may peace and blessings of Allah be upon him) saw a
Yemenite doing Tawaf (pilgrimage) of Holy Ka’aba with his mother on his back. Seeing
Hazrat Abdullah, he asked that had he not compensated for the rights of his mother?
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Hazrat Abdullah replied that it was not the compensation even for a single birth pang of
his mother. 4 This incident unambiguously explains that we can never fully repay our
parents for their love and care, so we will always owe them, which makes it incumbent
upon us to love and obey them.

If we truly acknowledge the amount of sacrifice parents make for their children and the
extent of pain and effort they take in their upbringing, we will love them effortlessly, and
consequently strive to please them in every possible way and we will be delighted to be
in their company. We need to spend quality time with them regularly to show
appreciation. We should consult them for advice on matters big and small, and share
with them our joys and blues. Having our parents with us is one of the greatest blessings
of Allah, which we need to treasure and admire. We must never leave them helpless or
abandoned. In fact, we must practically manifest our commitment to them because
nothing gives parents a feeling of higher content than that of an eminently dutiful child.

The system of rights and responsibilities is a reciprocal one. If we fully discharge our
obligations towards our parents, only then can we expect our own children to fulfil our
rights. Therefore, instead of focusing on attaining our rights, we ought to start aiming to
undertake and accomplish our responsibilities, the delivery of the former will become
reflexive.

ajna Imaillah UK Ijtema was

held on 29th and 3oth

September 2018 over the last

weekend of the month, in the
serene Hampshire surroundings at
Country Market Kingsley. This
flagship event is the culmination of the
Lajna Imaillah annual calendar, and is
the final product of the hard work put
in by thousands of Lajna and Nasirat
nationwide throughout the year. The
main purpose of the Ijtema is for
Ahmadi women to gather in a spiritual
atmosphere, gain religious knowledge,
strengthen in unity and increase in
righteousness.

The theme of this year’s Ijtema was
“Existence of God”. As has been the
practice, Ijtemas at local and regional
level throughout the year were held
following the same theme. Activities
during the event were also planned to
highlight this theme. In the era of
‘New Atheism’ and at a time when the
very necessity of faith is being
questioned by Western society at every
turn, it was a relevant and essential
subject for Lajna and Nasirat to
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educate themselves on.

The inaugural session on Saturday
began with recitation of the Holy
Quran, followed by academic
competitions. The Ijtema Gah and the
competitions marquee were the focus
of everyone’s attention at the
beginning of the first day, as various
competitions were held
simultaneously at different venues
around the Ijtema site. One extremely
popular competition is the
‘presentation’ competition, that
attracts the attention of members
every year. Teams from all regions
around the country prepare research-
based academic audio-visual
presentations based on the theme of
the Ijtema. This year the teams had
put forward theological, scientific and
logic-based arguments refuting the
atheistic discourse and in support of
“Existence of God”.

Nazm competitions weave through
and run side by side these intellectual
presentations. Over the course of the
two days, a total of 170 Lajna members
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including New Converts, participated
in thirteen competitions. During this
time, attendees had the opportunity to
disperse and watch activities taking
place across the site. For the first time
this year, a Badminton field was made
available to members; an attraction
that brought out the sportswoman in
many Lajna and Nasirat alike.

An added attraction this year was an
interactive exhibition marquee, set up
by the Ahmadiyya Muslim Research
Association (AMRA), which held
various exhibits displaying natural
systems and scientific concepts
alongside their corresponding Quranic
verses removing all doubts as to
whether the Holy Quran is the Word
of God. Allah the Almighty presents
Nature as proof of the Existence of
God and asks the believer to ponder
upon the natural world to discover its
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Perfect Creator. Allah the Almighty
also asks the believer to look, explore
and investigate the state of the
civilizations of the past who had
rejected the message of Allah and his
messengers. An “Explorer Zone”
was set up displaying archaeological
relics carrying forward the theme of
“Existence of God”. The idea behind
the exhibition was to inspire Lajna and
Nasirat to study and learn the Holy
Quran, in order to furnish themselves
with knowledge and truth.

The exhibition marquee was split into
three zones. The “Nature Zone”
featured experiments including
demonstrations of the healing
properties of plants, aquaponics, water
filtration and — the most popular
display — the smoothie bike. A
vegetable growing competition was
also launched and seeds were given out




to those interested in putting their
green fingers to test. For the curious
souls, interested in observing celestial
objects and admiring the wonderous
universe, “Stargazing” was another
amazing option available to night time
visitors. Then, there was the
“Explorers Zone” , which featured
an exhibition on Existence of God;
Society and Religion through the ages,
a display of archaeological artefacts
from Silchester and an archaeological
sandpit display.

The “Discovery Zone” included a
display of experiments on refractive
indices, to demonstrate how light
bends when it goes through different
mediums. There were other displays,
including one of real space meteorites

and another of wind tunnels to
demonstrate  the  principles  of
aerodynamics. By the Grace of Allah,
the AMRA team received very positive
feedback from the visitors. More than a
thousand members visited this
insightful and  thought-provoking
exhibition.

The team had also set up an AMRA
Talks event where experts from diverse
fields were invited to discuss wide
ranging secular and religious subjects.
The talks grabbed the attention of an
audience of varying ages and interests.

AMRA had also organised an array of
inspirational talks in the lecture
marquee for both Lajna and Nasirat.
Madiha Rizwan  Sahiba, Lajna
Representative for AMRA, told us:

“The Ahmadiyya Muslim Research Association was
given the opportunity to organize an exhibition at this
year's [jtema. The exhibition marquee was designed
so that Lajna could reflect on the wonders of our
universe. At every exhibit we attempted to emphasize
that behind every creation and every scientific
marvel, a creator is at play, thus showcasing the
existence of God practically”.
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The topics included “The Existence of
God in Ancient Civilizations”, “Human
Rights Law and Persecution of
minorities”, “Volunteering tales from

7, “LGBT”, “Hazrat Maryam’s
pregnancy”’, “Solar and Lunar eclipse”,
“Differences between Ahmadi and non-
Ahmadi Muslims”, “Autism awareness”,
“Consumerism and the meat industry”,
etc.

In the afternoon session, Dr Fariha Khan
sahiba, the National President Lajna
Imaillah UK, addressed members of
Lajna. She reminded members that the
only source of peace and security in
today’s world is the institution of Khilafat.
She shared some  heart-warming
anecdotes of her interactions with Huzoor
( may Allah be his Helper) pertaining to
her role as Lajna President. She brought
to light the responsibilities Lajna have as
mothers and said that “Our only legacy
is pious and God-fearing children”.

The National Tabligh Department also
hosted an interactive exhibition at the
[jtema. National Tabligh Secretary
Farzana Yusuf Sahiba named a few
attractions of the exhibition :

“The Lajna Mastermind Quiz: an
interactive educational test of knowledge
on topics relevant to the role, status and
rights of women in Islam. Participants
were given 1 min to answer as many
correct answers as they could.

Video Pod: guests to the exhibition were
able to listen to a selection of short
excerpts from the speeches of Huzoor
Aqdas (may Allah be his Helper). At one
station visitors were asked to vote for
their solution to lasting world peace.”

It was not all work for the adults though. The bazaar, situated in its own corner of the
[jtema site, was a very popular attraction for children and adults alike. There were many
food stalls selling fried chicken and chips, burgers, naan kebab, samosa, pakoras, kulfis
and much more. There were also private stalls selling a wide range of clothes, accessories
and toys. The Trade and Industry team ran a TIP shop where they sold new and unused
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items, along with ‘ghararas’ made by
our Lajna members. In front of the
bazaar, tuck shops and confectionary
stalls were situated, making it easy to
grab snacks and drinks on the go.

Nasirat [jtema was held
simultaneously with that of Lajna, in
the Nasirat marquee on both days.
The Ijtema not only provides our
youth with a platform to polish their
talents and skills, but also helps
develop a sense of identity and
community. It is a gathering where
girls from all across the country, from
Glasgow to Cornwall and from
Swansea to Ipswich, learn, pray and
eat together in a safe and spiritual
environment. The Ijtema programme
was tailored to cater for the three age
groups of Nasirat.

One hundred and six Nasirat took part
in academic competitions according to
their respective age groups. The
Nasirat programme was designed to
be both educational and entertaining.

Alongside the exhibitions and
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lectures, the Funfair was also a
popular destination of the tours
arranged for the Nasirat, with archery,
obstacle courses, a bouncy castle and
much more on show. The Funfair also
catered for children under the age of
seven. After the competitions, Nasirat
had a chance to sit down, read stories
and share riddles.

The Umoore Talibaat department is a
new department set up in March 2018.
Their presence was felt by the meet
ups they had organised with students
in lectures’ marquee to help them
make subject choices at college and
university level. This was a joint effort
of the Umoore Talibaat department
and Ahmadiyya Muslim Women
Students  Association = (AMWSA).
Students had a chance to ask
questions, get advice, buy planners
and get help with their personal
statements before heading off to
university. With UCAS applications on
the horizon, the event was perfectly
timed and provided some invaluable
and much needed advice and support
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to students.

The highlight of the Ijtema was the
concluding session on Sunday, which
was graced by Huzoor e Anwar (may
Allah be his Helper). Huzoor (may
Allah be his Helper) not only
graciously awarded prizes to the
winners but also delivered a faith
inspiring address to the members of
Lajna. He reminded Lajna to remain
firm on their faith and be ready to
offer any sacrifice for the sake of
religion as they had promised
themselves in the Lajna Pledge.
Huzoor (may Allah be his Helper)
asked Lajna and Nasirat to solemnly
reflect on the words of their respective
pledges and try to uphold them in
their lives. He told Lajna to follow in
the golden footsteps of those
outstanding Muslim women who
excelled in piety and righteousness
and sacrificed everything for the sake
of religion in the early Islamic period.

On one side of the exhibition a ‘world-
famous calligrapher’, who had come all
the way from China, was displaying his
unique style of calligraphy that fused
together = Chinese and  Eastern
calligraphic art. It was a very
interactive display and was a very
popular feature of the exhibition.
Members of the audience were invited
to the stage to try their skills in
calligraphy. Just next to the stage area
was a beautiful corner displaying art
for sale of the Chinese calligrapher.

On the other side of the exhibition was
a display of photographers from the
world-famous photographer, Peter
Sanders.

Al-Quran, World War I, Pathway
to Peace & Muhammad (may
peace and blessings of Allah be
upon him), Speech Contest

The Tabligh department this year
put on an astonishing array of exhibits.
One that stood out was the World War
I exhibition. Of course, 2018 marks the
centenary of the great war, which
ended in 1918. The world had never
seen such devastation prior to this. The
Promised Messiah (peace be upon
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him) has made a great prophecy
directly linked to the World War and
the fall of the Tsar, a prophecy which
was fulfilled to the letter. The World
War 1 exhibition looked at this
prophecy, its components and its
fulfilment in great detail. This is so
important for every Ahmadi to be
aware of because it was impossible for
the Promised Messiah to have foretold
the sequence of events that occurred
based on human knowledge alone. The
World War I prophecy proves the
truthfulness of the Promised Messiah
(peace be upon him), as God had
revealed to him this prophecy and
conveyed to him knowledge of the
unseen.

Going through the Al-Quran exhibition
is important to know about the various
dialects used in the Quranic text.
Undoubtedly, the Holy Quran is
exactly the same today as it was when
it was revealed, without any difference
between any two Qurans. The language
has variations in dialects that was
covered extensively here in the Al-
Quran exhibition. A beautiful display
featuring facsimiles of some of the
earliest Quranic manuscripts was a
crucial part of the exhibition. The fact
that today we still have fragments of
Qurans that may have been used
during or directly after the life of the
Holy Prophet (may peace and blessings
of Allah be upon him), proves that the
Holy Quran was certainly revealed to
the Holy Prophet (may peace and
blessings of Allah be upon him). No
other religion can claim to have
original fragments of their holy book to
the extent Islam does.

The Muhammad (may peace and
blessings of Allah be upon him) speech
competition was a great way to get
both Ahmadis and non-Ahmadis
involved in responding to allegations

against the Holy Prophet (may peace
and blessings of Allah be upon him).
The origins of this project was the
attempt by a Dutch politician to start a
contest for people to, God forbid, draw
a cartoon of the Holy Prophet (may
peace and blessings of Allah be upon
him). The Jama’at, inspired by
Huzoor’s (may Allah be his helper)
guidance, decided that the best way to
respond to this crude campaign would
be to invite people from all over the
world to make a few minutes’ clips. At
Jalsa this endeavour continued and
men, women and children all stepped
forward within this exhibition to
record their responses.

Other exhibitions that were held
included, Press & Media as well as
Wagfe Nau department, who held an
exhibition for the first time.
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As much as we love the snow falling in our gardens
and the comfort of a warm cup of tea on a cold
winter’s day, this time of year is also one of the
riskiest when it comes to our health and wellbeing.
This is especially true for those who suffer from
chronic conditions such as diabetes, asthma and
COPD, or any condition that may compromise
immunity and make us more susceptible to serious

infections.

In fact, according to the Office of National Statistics
in the UK last year, there were 31,800 winter deaths
among the over 65's from cold-related illnesses
compared to 20,800 the previous year. One third of
these excess winter deaths were caused by
respiratory infections. Therefore, it is vital that we
take extra precautions in looking after our health
as well as that of elderly or frail relatives, friends
and neighbours, who may be at greater risk during
this time of year. Below are some of the common
questions | get asked by patients about
maintaining their health over winter and what |

recommend

My mood deteriorates over winter, why is this
and how can it be managed?

It is estimated that two million people in the UK
suffer from Seasonal Affective Disorder (SAD), also
known as ‘winter depression’. The symptoms which
can include low mood, irritability and fatigue, tend
to reach their peak between December and February
and are thought to be caused by reduced levels of
sunlight. This can disrupt our internal body clock as
well as reducing the brain chemical ‘serotonin’, which

affects mood and energy levels.

Walking daily for at least one hour especially at
midday and on brighter days, or sitting near
windows or in front of a light box for two hours daily,
have shown to improve symptoms of SAD. Studies
have also demonstrated that staying warm can
reduce SAD symptoms. If however, you find that you
are struggling with your mood despite these efforts
then do see your GP, as you may need to consider
psychological therapies or in

some  cases

medication.
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Are there vitamin supplements you would
recommend taking over winter?

Studies have shown that zinc can speed up
recovery from a cold and reduce the severity of
symptoms if taken within 24 hours of their onset.
It is also helpful to increase your vitamin C intake
and ensure that you are eating plenty of fruits and
vegetables and maintaining a good fluid intake.
Both viral illnesses and heating our homes
increases that risk of dehydration, so adequate
fluid intake is very important throughout the
winter months - unfortunately tea and coffee do

not count!

Lack of sunlight also predisposes us to vitamin D
deficiency which is important for bone and muscle
health. Foods such as oily fish, red meat and eggs,
contain good amounts of vitamin D. Hence, it is a
good idea to supplement our diets with vitamin D

over the winter months to avoid this deficiency.

How important is it to get the flu jab?

On average 8,000 people die of flu in the UK each
year. Despite this shocking statistic, most people
ignore their invitation to get the flu jab as they are
worried it will make them unwell. This however, is
a myth. There is no active virus in the flu vaccine. It
cannot give you the flu but rather prevents a
person from suffering the serious implications of
flu. So, if you have been offered the flu jab by your
GP, ensure you do not delay having it done. Also, if

you think you may be in an ‘at-risk’ group, check with

your GP if you are eligible.

What can | do if | get the flu?

Flu is very infectious and can easily spread to other
people. You are more likely to give it to others in the
first 5 days after contraction. It is a virus so
antibiotics are not going to help alleviate the
symptoms. It is important to rest and keep warm.
Take paracetamol or ibuprofen to lower your
temperature (if there are no contraindications to
these),

dehydration. Flu is spread by germs from coughs

and drink plenty of water to avoid
and sneezes which can live on hands and surfaces
for 24 hours. To reduce the risk of spreading flu,
wash your hands often with warm water and soap,
use tissue to trap germs when you cough or sneeze

and bin used tissues as quickly as possible.

Flu symptoms can also be a sign of a more serious
infection. So, if your symptoms persist or worsen, do

not delay in seeking medical attention immediately.

Using your home garden to grow herbs and vegetables can be a very
pleasurable and rewarding activity, especially when harvesting fresh
organic produce for use in the kitchen.

To begin with you will need to
decide and plan what you would
like to plant. When choosing
plants or seeds, it is best to
obtain them from a garden

centre as these give the best
results. The planting season for
most crops is from springtime in
March-April and harvesting in _.-
August -September. 3 ’
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As with any task, we need to make the correct preparation
and gather the right tools when starting a herb and
vegetable garden. The basic tools needed are displayed in
the box.

Once we are ready, we need to prepare the soil by digging
it, breaking up compacted soil and removing weeds and
roots. Although garden soil contains most nutrients, you can
increase the nutrient content by adding in organic matter,

To make your own compost, layer a wooden box with dry
twigs at the bottom. Then add weeds, leaves of plants,
vegetable and fruit peelings, rotting vegetables, grass
clippings and any other plant or garden material. Some
ready-made compost bins are made of plastic. Keep your
compost box covered with an old mat or plastic sheet to
keep the heat in. Occasionally, turn the contents with a fork.
Within 2-3 weeks, the organic waste will have decomposed,
ready to mix into your garden soil.

Now you are ready to plant. Bulbs such as onions, garlic,
daffodils

and tulips can be planted straight out in the open. Place the
shoot-side up into a hole dug as deep as the bulb
(1inch/3cm), making sure the shoot is level with the soil so
that it can ‘breathe’. Cover their height with soil.

Some seeds, such as beetroot, need one hour’s soaking in
tepid water before sowing.
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VEGETABLES

Some vegetables such as potatoes are very easy
to grow as by sowing just one it produces lots
more! Let the potato sprout before planting. This is
called ‘chitting’. Dig it deep into the ground and
when the leaves come through, draw the earth up
on either side of the potato plant into a low ridge.
This helps protect the young shoots and increases
yield.

Some plants are good companions* — that is
planting them together side by side enhances their
growth and flavour, as well as protecting them
from pests and diseases. Carrots and tomatoes
are good companion plants, as are onions with
lettuce, peas and strawberries. Basil grows well
under tomato plants.

Tomatoes need a special liquid feed or fertilizer
every week. Sow several tomato seeds indoors
during March or April, then transfer the seedlings
to individual pots, keep warm then plant outside in
June. Water regularly. If you forget to do so, then
too much water after a long, dry spell can cause
the tomatoes to grow rapidly which forms cracks in
the tomato skin. As the plant grows, tie it to a
bamboo stick to help stabilise and support its
growth.

As well as regularly watering plants, remember to
continuously pull out the weeds around them.
Otherwise, weeds compete with germinating

plants for water and nutrients.

FRUIT

Fresh fruit straight from the plant is one of the
little joys in life!

Strawberries are very easy to grow, yielding a
large crop from just one plant via ‘runners’ which
take root in the soil forming a new plant.® Use
straw to keep the fruit off the soil or plant them
into hanging baskets. Keep birds away with
netting and slugs with eggshells.

Most berries can be grown easily from the small
plants with regular watering. Blueberry plants
like an acidic soil. You can make this by mixing
tea leaves and coffee grounds in the soil of the
blueberry plant. An excess of berries can be
stored by freezing or turning into jams.

Other fruits such as plum, apple and pear,
require a little more patience as they take a
longer time to produce the fruit, once their tree is
fully established. Fruit trees also require more
care and maintenance, such as pruning the
trees to encourage new growth. However, do try
planting a fruit tree if you have the space as they
will give a good yield for many years, once
established.
