Gideon and the Israel ites fought Jalut and his people who 

were disturbing the peace of Israel.  

Gideon (Talut) was a warr ior,  who was also very 

rel igious. He destroyed all the idols from the pagan 

faiths, and wanted his people to return to Monotheism.

Gideon is  another name for Talut. The Holy Qur 'an refers 

to Gideon as Talut.

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The Jews had a huge army, but some of the people 

were too scared to f ight. Since many people were 

scared, the army became smaller. Only those who 

truly bel ieved in the power of Allah were left  to 

f ight.

'And when Talut set out with the forces, he said:
"Surely, Allah will try you with a river. So he who drinks therefrom is not 
of me; and he who tastes it not is assuredly of me, except him who takes 

a handful of water with his hand.."
[Surah Al-Baqarah, Verse 250]

In this verse you can see Talut explains to his

army that Allah will 'Try you with a river ' ,

this means that He will see if they trust Him.

This verse explains that some did drink from

the river but, those who had faith did not.

Even though the army was small, their belief

in Allah made them successful!

Allah protected them!



So they routed them by the command of Allah; and David 
slew Jalut, and Allah gave him sovereignty and wisdom, 

and taught him of what He pleased.  
[Surah Al-Baqarah, Verse 252]

Allah appointed Hazrat Dawood   to f ight 

Jalut.  Hazrat Dawood   was very brave and 

courageous. As this verse states,  Allah gave 

Hazrat Dawood   wisdom and strength, even 

though the people were st i l l scared of Jalut,  

Hazrat Dawood   put himself forward to f ight 

and protect his people.

With Allah's command, Hazrat Dawood

fought Jalut with bravery. 
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Allah has stated in the Holy Qur 'an that Hazrat 

Dawood  was wise, which is why he was 

given sovereignty.

Being wise allowed him to show skills which 

Allah taught him. 

In Surah Al-Anbiya'  verse 81 Allah tells us that 

Hazrat Dawood  was taught how to make coats 

of mail to protect him from violence. 

Coats of mail means  jackets made of metal 

r ings or plates- made to protect you when 

f ighting in battle. 

Hazrat Dawood  had the knowledge to develop 

the coats of mail.  He also developed the skill  

to use the birds to send messages at the t ime of 

war.
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Allah then made Hazrat Dawood   the King 

of Jerusalem, a leader and prophet. One of 

his main qualit ies was his abil ity to be just 

and fair.  

There is a beautiful story in the Holy Qur 'an 

which shows Hazrat Dawood   being just and 

making decis ions in a fair manner.

In the Holy Qur 'an in Surah-Sad, verse 22-

23 Allah tells us about two disputants 

reaching the walls of his chamber. They 

attempted to tr ick the prophet into thinking 

they had disputed, so they asked the 

prophet to judge them with justice and to 

guide them to the r ight way. 
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The two people who came into the room of  

Hazrat Dawood room were attempting to 

murder him. Hazrat Dawood realised and 

woke up. 

The two enemies quickly made up a story 

that they had got into a f ight and wanted 

Hazrat Dawood to judge between them in a 

fair way. 

Even though Hazrat Dawood knew their 

real intentions, he judged them fairly and 

did not lose his presence of mind. He indeed 

gave his decis ion l ike a wise and sedate 

judge.

You can see justice and fairness of Hazrat 

Dawood towards the two, even though he 

knew of their evil  intention.
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Our Beloved Huzoor (May Allah be his Helper)  

has continued to emphasise the importance of 

' Justice ' .  

'May God Almighty enable us all to develop 

such sympathy for the whole of mankind! Each 

person should try to develop this [sympathy] 

according to the standards and capacity of his 

own emotions and feelings. Instead of heading 

towards destruction, may the world save itself 

by understanding the subject of justice, and the 

doing of good to others,  and giving l ike

kindred! '
