He was the one sent by Allah the
Almighty to restore the glorious and
noble teachings of Islam. He was the one
sent to rectify the weaknesses that had
gradually corrupted the practical
manifestation of the Islamic faith
amongst Muslims over the preceding
centuries.

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In addition to restoring the lost Islamic
values within Muslims, he was also
sent to convey the message of Islam to
the corners of the earth and to
enlighten the people of all faiths and
beliefs to the incomparable and
universal teachings of the Holy Quran.
It is for this reason that the Promised
Messiah (as) stated that his era was the
era of the propagation of the true
teachings of Islam.

We proudly claim to be his followers
and so it is our solemn duty to inform
others that the adoption of Islam’s pure
teachings is the means of salvation and
true prosperity for the world at large. It
is our obligation and our lifelong
mission to illustrate through our own
lives that Islam’s teachings are the
means of attaining true peace of mind
and contentment within our hearts.

Some people will argue that Islam has
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already spread globally and query what
was or has been the benefit to the
world. After all, there are said to be
around 1.8 billion Muslims in the world
and amongst them are thousands of
Islamic scholars who claim to be
spreading its teachings. Yet, this has
not led to true peace and prosperity
within the Muslim Ummah, or in the
wider world.

The simple and clear reason for this is
that, save for those blessed people who
have accepted the Promised Messiah
(as), Muslims across the world are
riven within division, dissent and
interpret the teachings of Islam in ways
that are devoid of sense and often
impossible to practice.

The reality is that Allah the Almighty
sent the Promised Messiah (as) to
propagate and re-establish the perfect
Sharia that had been revealed to the




Holy Prophet (sa). We are the
fortunate ones who have heard and
accepted the call of the Imam of the
Age (as) and we have been charged
with practicing and preaching all that
he taught.

In order to fulfil this great objective,
Allah the Almighty has not left us
bereft or ill-equipped; rather, He has
created the means for the spread of
Islam in this era. In today’s world,
television, radio, the internet, the print
media and social media are just a few
ways through which communications
have advanced to the point where
global communication has become
instantaneous.

These are all technologies that we as a
Jama’at are utilising to spread the
teachings of Islam. However, it is not
enough to merely convey the message
of Islam to others; rather, our objective
can never be fulfilled until each and
every one of us become living and
practical examples of the benevolent
and noble teachings of Islam. This is
why the Promised Messiah (as)
repeatedly spoke of the need for the
members of his Jama’at to live their
lives in accordance with Islamic values
and to live and breathe its teachings.

I should also add that we cannot claim
to be unique in utilising these modern
technologies; rather, worldly people
have spared no effort in using the latest
means of communication to broadcast
programmes and content. Most
regrettably and worryingly, much of
the content being broadcast or
streamed in the world today serves
only to weaken the moral and spiritual
fabric of society and to take people

away from what is good and decent.
They justify such immoral content in
the name of freedom, amusement and
pleasure.

Thus, where these new technologies
have been created as a means for us to
serve and spread the holy teachings of
Islam, they are also being used by
others to immerse the world in
depravity and shameful immorality.
They are being exploited to lure
mankind towards worthless, time-
wasting pursuits that are often
obscene. It has reached the stage where
people in deprived and remote parts of
the world can easily view videos
produced in the developed world via
social media that promote an unchaste
and hedonistic lifestyle.

When those people, who are mired in
poverty, or held back by the
circumstances of their nation, see how
people in rich countries are living, it
incites frustrations within them. They
crave the same levels of opulence and
to partake in these artificial and
shallow pursuits. As I said, on the one
hand, we Dbelieve that modern
technology has evolved according to
the will of Allah to help us in the spread
of Islam, yet on the other hand, it is
also being used to promulgate vile
content utterly devoid of morality and
spirituality.

For example, pornography or indecent
films are widely available on the
internet or broadcast on television. The
private relations between men and
women have been exposed before the
entire world and normalised. This is
the reality of the modern world and so,
to reverse this moral decline and to




promote righteousness and virtue is
the great challenge of our time.

You, as members of Lajna Imaillah,
must rise to this challenge.

Indeed, it is the task of Ahmadi men,
women and our youth, as members of
the community of the Promised
Messiah (as), to wuse modern-day
technologies to counter the influence of
irreligious and immoral forces and to
show that upholding religious values in
the contemporary world is not just
possible, but is absolutely vital.

First and foremost, we must ourselves
avoid the profane and the vulgar. We
should view or partake in only those
things that encourage piety, strengthen
our faith and enable us to gain the
pleasure of Allah the Almighty. As
people who have accepted the
Promised Messiah (as), we should
absorb those things that increase our
knowledge of his teachings, which are,
in reality, the teachings of the Holy
Quran and Holy Prophet (sa).

Consequently, we should take benefit
of the positive aspects of modern
technology, whilst saving ourselves
from its damaging and destructive
powers. Regrettably, the truth is that
many of our Jama’at members, both
men and women, are ignoring their
duty to spiritually and morally reform
themselves despite having taken the
Bai’at of the Promised Messiah (as).

They are becoming influenced by the
materialistic and irreligious forces that
darken today’s society. They have fallen
prey to the poisonous effects of modern

technology and are spending far more
time absorbing vain and superficial
content, than seeking to develop their
bond with Allah the Almighty or
increasing their spiritual and moral
standards.

Every one of us knows how much time
we are devoting to watching religious
programmes or studying religious
texts, in comparison to viewing content
that promotes materialism and
immorality. In this era, Allah the
Almighty has blessed us with MTA,
which has many programmes that
increase a person’s religious knowledge
and so Lajna members must strive to
watch it as much possible and to
ensure their family members are also
benefitting.

Unquestionably, women play an
indispensable role in society because
the future generations lie in their laps
and grow up in their tender care. This
fact alone greatly increases the
responsibility placed upon Ahmadi
women to ensure that they view those
programmes or read those books that
strengthen their moral fibre and which
help them to fulfil the purpose of being
part of the community established by
the Promised Messiah (as).

To clarify, I do not mean that you
should never watch any television other
than MTA. However, try to watch those
programmes that increase your
knowledge or are beneficial to your
daily lives. Some light entertainment
can also be viewed to relax, but you
must avoid programmes that promote
vulgarity or indecency.

As a side point, MTA is always looking




for feedback and suggestions about
what type of new programmes can be
produced, to increase viewer interest
and to further the moral and religious
training of the Jama’at. Our Lajna
members have many good ideas and so
they should send any comments or
feedback they have in this regard.

Moving on, I have mentioned in the
past how many members of the
Jama’at living in the Western world are
those who migrated from Pakistan, or
their parents or grandparents migrated
here because they were deprived of
freedom of religion in their homeland.
However, if having attained religious
freedom in this country, they are still
not practicing their faith, neglect their
religious obligations and become
consumed by the material pursuits of
the modern world, it cannot be said
that the purpose of their migration has
been fulfilled.

Nor can it be said that they have lived
up to their claim of desiring to openly
practice their faith as Muslims. Given
this, every Ahmadi woman should
recognise that they migrated here for
the sake of their religion and so they
must ensure that their own faith and
that of their children remains rock
solid. In addition, you should be
grateful to the nation that has given
you refuge and the way to show true
gratitude is to strive to bring the local
people towards God Almighty.

Rather than our Jama’at members, in
the name of autonomy and prosperity,
becoming immersed in the immoral
activities and pursuits of today’s
society, we must steer clear of their
ruinous and far-reaching consequences

and try to protect others as well. Save
yourselves from those sunken paths
that are vacant of spirituality and
morality, as they will not only harm
you but will also destroy the coming
generations.

This does not mean that you cannot
integrate or contribute to the society in
which you live. Many Ahmadis have
grown up here or lived here for decades
and are now fully attuned to the British
customs and values and are themselves
an integral part of this society. There is
nothing wrong with this. To the
contrary, every person, whether born
here or whether they are an immigrant,
should strive to integrate and fulfil
their duties as a member of society and
be a loyal citizen of the nation. Our
faith requires Muslims to utilise their
skills and capabilities for the benefit of
the nation in which they live and to
work towards its progress and
development.

Furthermore, to observe and learn
from the local practices and traditions
is a good thing, so long as those
practices do not clash with the
teachings of Islam. Simply put, an
Ahmadi should remember that they
must not allow themselves to become
so engrossed or manipulated by their
surroundings, that they forget their
basic religious teachings or ignore their
duty to train their children according to
Islamic teachings.

Certainly, those who fail to protect and
preserve their religious values are those
who fail to fulfil their pledges. In these
developed nations, moral values are
declining day by day, in the name of
freedom and self-determination. Some




of our Ahmadi women and girls are
also being negatively affected by this,
but they should realise that such so-
called freedoms bear no relation to the
success and progress of their nation.

Can it be said that going to nightclubs,
whilst dressed in a way that exposes
almost all of your body and dancing
with men, will help a country to
develop and succeed? Certainly not!

Can it be said that drinking alcohol and
losing one’s senses and acting
shamelessly is something that will
boost your country?

Can this be considered service to one’s
nation?

Of course not!

These are just a couple of examples and
there are many other harmful things
that are prevalent in this society, which
secular people try to justify in the name
of freedom of choice, or progress, but
which have been declared as obscene
by Allah the Almighty and His
messenger (sa) and which take
mankind away from its creator. Though
such things are championed as
examples of a free and modern society,
the reality is that such impropriety
serves only to shatter the foundations
upon which a truly thriving and
compassionate society is built.

To debase and lower a society’s moral
compass, in the name of freedom, is a
means of undermining the strength
and unity of civilisation at a collective
level, as well as individually harming

the people within that society. Let it be
clear that a time will surely come when
the people of these developed countries
will realise that what they considered
to be freedom was actually the means
of their destruction.

Now, we have reached a stage where
even some non-Muslims are speaking
out to condemn the extreme levels of
immodesty and indecency within their
societies and they admit that the
lowering of moral standards correlates
directly with a rise in frustration and
anxiety amongst the general public. As
a result, there is absolutely no reason
for any of you to bear an inferiority
complex or to feel embarrassed upon
the practice of your faith.

Worldly people may claim that
exposing one’s body, dressing
suggestively or  bringing sexual
behaviour into the public arena are
signs of a progressive society and one
in which freedom of expression is
valued. However, they could not be
more wrong. All Ahmadis, whether
men or women, whether young or old,
must understand that from a religious
perspective, such behaviour is the
height of immorality and cannot be
tolerated by religious people, who have
pledged to prioritise their faith over all
worldly matters.

Therefore, whilst living in the Western
world, it is of vital importance that
Ahmadi Muslims guard themselves
against the ills of society. As I said
before, you should not just protect
yourself, but should strive to save
others from moral decay and highlight
the importance of virtue and morality.
This is how to serve your nation and if




you are sincere in this effort, then rest
assured, Allah’s help and mercy will be
with you every step of the way.

In today’s world, much is spoken about
the importance of mental health and
mental wellbeing. In this regard,
always remember that real peace of
mind is attained through the nearness
of Allah the Almighty and not by
pursuing the frivolous and futile
attractions of the world. This point is
made in chapter 13, verse 29 of the
Holy Quran, where Allah the Almighty
has very clearly stated:
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“Aye! It is in the remembrance of
Allah that hearts can find
comfort.”

Here, Allah the Almighty has made it
categorically clear that for a person to
attain a state of peace and comfort, he
must remember his Creator. This is
not, God forbid, an unsubstantiated
claim of the Holy Quran. In fact,
history has proven it to be true. The
lives of all the prophets of God and
millions of sincere believers bear
testimony to the fact, that true peace of
mind is achieved through the
remembrance and worship of Allah the
Almighty alone.

Hence, do not think that the so-called
freedoms of the modern world, or
material lifestyles, can inspire peace
within a person’s heart; rather, it is the
remembrance of Allah that inspires a
person towards genuine and lasting

contentment. The reality is that
righteous people feel satisfaction and
joy in their hearts whenever they
remember Allah the Almighty, reflect
on His blessings and the beauty of His
creation.

For example, they recognise the glory
of Allah, as they pass by trees and
forests. They perceive Him as they
observe vast oceans and lakes or
glorious mountain ranges. Seeing the
beauty and perfect harmony of nature
leads them to not only praise Allah, but
also to reflect upon His majesty and
consider how He created the heavens
and the earth and all that encompasses
the universe.

Anyway, the main point I wish to make
is that Allah the Almighty has stated
that true peace of mind cannot be
attained through worldly freedom or by
partaking in  the  meaningless
attractions of the world; rather, it can
only be achieved through the nearness
of Allah the Almighty and keeping Him
in your heart and mind at all times.
Remember, Islam is a religion of
moderation and balance. It does not
say that we must isolate ourselves or
forsake all worldly pursuits. Instead,
Allah the Almighty has commanded us
to take benefit from and utilise the
means of ease and comfort that exist in
the world.

There is no harm in pursuing those
worldly or recreational activities that
are good for our health or linked to our
personal interest. However, we should
never let them dominate our existence
or become our life’s purpose. We must
never let them distract us from our
foremost goal, which should be to




remember Allah the Almighty and to
seek His nearness. Never, consider
worldly pursuits to be the means of
salvation or success and certainly,
without the grace and mercy of Allah,
even seemingly good things can prove
dangerous.

For example, salt-water will never
quench a person’s thirst, but will make
him thirstier and if he mindlessly
continues to drink it, he will fall ill and
eventually die. Consequently, even
though water is the means of life, it
can, if used improperly, be the source
of our demise. We are all aware that
when there is rainfall, the ground
becomes fertile and lush, but when
drought occurs the land becomes
barren and the grass becomes dry.
Though we live in a relatively cool
country, the summer temperature has
been rising in recent years and so, even
here, we see how the grass loses its
green colour and dries out during hot
and dry periods.

In those countries, where the climate is
perpetually hot and subject to drought,
the grass completely dies away and
animals and other living bodies begin
to perish. Thus, the value of water is
limitless and incomparable and its true
value is only noted when we are
deprived of it or if it becomes
contaminated. In a similar vein, if a
person disregards the blessings of God
Almighty and pursues sinful behaviour
whilst considering that to be his water
for life, he will become mired in
frustration and despair.

Allah the Almighty has associated the
advent of prophets and the teachings
they bring as spiritual water for

humanity, because through their
spiritual water, our souls are cleansed
and given sustenance. If we accept
what they teach, then our lives are
destined for success. Yet, if we reject
their teachings or act immorally, we
will be rejecting their spiritual water in
favour of the worldly salt-water, which
will never quench our thirst and will
ultimately lead to our destruction.

Never forget, that we Ahmadis are the
most fortunate people, as we are the
direct recipients of the spiritual water
given to the world in this era by the
Promised Messiah (as). If having
accepted him, we continue to walk
upon a path of immorality and fail to
observe the commands of Allah the
Almighty, then we will be destroying
our own lives and will be guilty of
choosing salt-water over the spiritual
water that could have been our means
of salvation and triumph.

Moving on, another thing I wish to
mention is that some Ahmadi men and
women, including some of our youth,
think that the Jama’at places
unnecessary constraints on their lives
and are denying them their freedoms.
However, if they look carefully and
fairly, they will realise that the Jama’at
is not denying their rightful freedoms
in any shape or form; rather, the
Jama’at serves only to uphold the
teachings of Islam and to morally guide
the members of the Jama’at
accordingly. We strive to encourage all
Ahmadis to act upon the true teachings
of their religion, which are the means
of true freedom and liberation.

Regrettably, there have been cases of a
few young Ahmadi men or women, who




became so influenced by the wider
society, that they left their homes and
abandoned their faith. For some time,
they may have considered themselves
to be free or to have attained the
liberties and fun that they sought. Yet,
later on, many came to regret their
decision  and  expressed  their
embarrassment and shame at having
left the Jama’at and sought to re-enter
its fold. They admitted that what they
thought would be a life of freedom had
proven to be the opposite and soon
realised they had embarked upon a
destructive and dangerous path.

Always remember that basic wisdom
and intelligence requires and indeed, it
is the teaching of God Almighty, that a
person investigates and researches
carefully the pros and cons before
taking any step or life decision.

We, who call ourselves Ahmadi
Muslims and claim to have accepted
the Promised Messiah (as), must not
only weigh up the materialistic pros
and cons, but should also assess the
spiritual and religious benefit or harm
before making a decision or adopting a
new path. No matter the extent of the
material benefits, a true Ahmadi
should always be ready to give up such
things, if they do not correspond to
their religious teachings.

Priority should always be given to our
spiritual and religious values. After all,
we proclaim and pledge that we are the
people, who will forever give
precedence to our religion over all
worldly matters.

Before ending, I also wish to remind
you that the Holy Prophet (sa) said that

modesty is an integral part of our faith.
Thus, whilst living in the West,
Ahmadis should not follow those
fashions and trends that are justified in
the name of freedom of choice, but are
in reality a means of immorality and
immodesty. You should not adopt
those fashion trends, which expose
your body, rather than preserving your
modesty. At all times, Ahmadi women
and girls should follow those fashions
that are within the confines of modesty
and through which their chastity is
preserved.

It should be clear that every Ahmadi
woman and girl dresses and acts in a
respectable way and according to the
principles of modesty. Sometimes,
some Ahmadi women or girls fail to
cover their heads, their hair or even
their chest for the sake of fashion and
this is completely contrary to the
requirements of their faith.
Furthermore, some ladies wear coats in
the name of pardah, but their coats are
so fitted that they resemble a skin-tight
shirt. Such coats that expose a person’s
physical attributes are not appropriate
for Muslim women or girls. The coats
you wear should cover your bodies and
your scarves should be worn properly
over your heads.

Always be conscious of your dress so
that no one can ever question your
modesty and be proud of the fact that
pardah is the means of guarding the
honour and chastity of a Muslim
woman. Every Ahmadi man and
woman has a circle within which they
are duty-bound to remain and that
circle is simply whatever Islam teaches.
Hence, our limits are not decreed by
any individual, rather they have been
decreed by Allah the Almighty.




Some people think that Ahmadiyyat is
stricter than Islam, but this is wrong
because Ahmadiyyat and Islam are one
and the same thing. The standard of
pardah required by Islam has been very
clearly stipulated in the Holy Quran
and so you should read the Quran
carefully to see what the required
standards of modesty are.

In every respect, we must follow the
teachings of the Holy Quran and
consider it our guiding light.

We must observe the standards of
worship stipulated in the Holy Quran.

We must act upon the methods of
remembrance of Allah that have been
given in the Holy Quran.

We must adopt every Quranic
instruction to the best of our abilities.

Then we will attain the rewards and
nearness of Allah the Almighty and we
will fulfil the rights of our Bai’at of the
Promised Messiah (as).

Otherwise, our claim of giving priority
to our faith over all worldly matters

and being ready for all sacrifices for its
sake, will be devoid of truth and
rendered hollow and meaningless.

May Allah the Almighty enable all of
you to act upon the true teachings of
Islam, to understand and realise that
the true purpose of your lives is to
attain the pleasure of Allah the
Almighty and to be ready for all
sacrifices in its cause — Ameen.

May Allah the Almighty continue to
bless Lajna Imaillah in all respects.’

She had
given all the required amount on her
property (hissa jaidad) and obtained the
certificate.

Umee fought her illness with great
bravery. She was diagnosed with liver
cancer in December 2016 and went
through one year of procedures and
medications to help control the illness.
Throughout all of this she remained
amazingly positive. A year later her
doctors finally told us that there was
nothing more that can be done.
Although Umee was initially shocked
her attitude soon changed. I remember
sitting with her and Abu at her first
appointment in the depressing
palliative care clinic and her saying to
the nurses ‘I have lived a good life and
Allah has given me so much , if this is
His will then That’s fine’. 1 listened to
her as tears trickled down my cheeks
and Umee’s voice was so strong
mashAllah. And it’s true, Allah Tala
blessed my mother with such a full life
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that when I sit down and think back of
all the things she did and the energy
she had it amazes me. And now more
than a year after her passing the pain is
still too raw but, as I learnt from my
mother, it is only prayer which can
help us and so I turn to Him always
and ask him to bring me to a place
inshAllah where I remember her
without feeling the pain.

If someone were to ask what I miss
most about Umee I would say her
prayers. I remember as a child hearing
her wake up in the middle of the night
and offer tahajjud prayers. Then after
waking up and doing her housework
she would offer nawafil at 11am too. I
used to walk past her room and hear
her sniffling her nose and watch her
wiping her tears with her dupatta. As a
child you don’t understand the power
of prayers. I never understood what
she could be praying for so much and
with such pain. It’s only when we grow
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up we realise that the things we need
to pray for are never ending. And that’s
one of the most important things she
taught me ‘the power of prayer’.
Even at the end of her life when I
would sit with her she would say to me
‘apnai bacho kai liyai bawhat dua
karo’ (pray a lot for your children) .

My brother Daud had the opportunity
to work in Dubai for a few years.

He had promised Umee that He would
move back to England after 3 years
and, as promised, he did . But many
people criticised Umee that she should
have let her son stay there and advance
his career. I still remember some
relatives of ours commenting on his
move back in front of her and Umee’s
reply was ‘mainai apnai baytai kai
liyai bawhat dua ki hai. Mera Allah
meri duwayai Sunai ga awr England
mai usko itna kuch daiga inshAllah ( 1
have prayed so much for my son and
Allah will listen to my prayers and
give him so much in England
inshAllah). A few days before Umee’s
passing away Daud was Alhamdolillah
made partner in a top law firm Such
was Umee’s trust in Allah!

One of Umee’s habits was that she
would feel the need to help others
when they needed some guidance or
when she saw they may be doing
something wrong. But she would talk
to them with such love to make them
understand that they wouldn’t feel
insulted. Umee was especially worried
about young ladies in our jamaat. I
can’t count the number of times she
called me and would say ‘pray for this
girl she is having problems with her
rishta or for so and so she is upset as
she hasn't conceived yet.” and the pain
in her voice was so real as if they were
her own children.

Umee mashAllah had the opportunity
to sit ittekaf quite a few times. When
she would come back she would be so
happy that so many girls were sitting
ittekaf too and I would guide them as
to how to pray and at the same time
she would also be worried that I hope
their prayers are answered. She would
stay in touch with these girls and was
overjoyed when she heard good news
from them.

Nowadays many of our young girls
(and their parents) refuse Rishta as the
boy lives in another country or after
their marriage they come back ‘home’
as they aren’t able to adjust in a new
place .

Umee was brought up in Pakistan, an
only daughter, of very loving parents,
and naturally was spoilt by her father.
She was lucky enough to spend time
with  her grandmother = Nawab
Mubaraka begum Sahiba (daughter of
the Promised Messiah (peace be upon
him) who we refer to as ‘Bari Umee’)
Reading back on their correspondence
it is obvious that Umee was one of her
favourite grandchildren. In the early
70’s Umee was engaged to my father
who was working in England and their
marriage took place within 10 days of
their engagement. Of course in those
days there was no internet, no
WhatsApp, no FaceTime. Infact if you
wanted to call abroad you had to book
a 2 minute call through the operator!
Umee left for England with Abu soon
after the the wedding and began her
new life. And although she had been
the ‘laadli beyti’ all her life that didn’t
stop her performing her duties as a
good wife, daughter in law and sister in
law. Umee adjusted amazingly
mashAllah in Yorkshire. 1 can’t
imagine being far from my parents and
not being able to speak to them or



message them everyday. I myself
moved to Pakistan after I got married
but the distance didn’t seem that much
because of modern technology. But
imagine only being able to speak to
your loved ones every few weeks just
for 2 minutes or receive word of
someone’s birth or death through a
telegram. I recently came across a
letter written by my grandfather a few
days after my birth saying that he had
heard from Mobasher (my Mamu) that
you have had a baby girl and that I
hope your are both doing well. I was so
emotional reading this letter as I
couldn’t imagine how Umee must have
felt not knowing whether her parents
had been told about my birth and how
happy she would have been reading the
letter.

Naturally as a mother Umee was
worried about my own rishta. She
always used to remind me ‘apni
Qismat kai liyai khud dua karo’ (pray
for your own Qismat). I was a bit hot
tempered and moody as a teenager and
I think Umee was worried about how I
would be in my Susral. A few times
before getting married, when my
temper took the better of me, she
would get upset and say ‘beytai bas
apni saas kai saath na aysa howna’
(please don't be like this with your
mother in law).

Those words of advice still resonate
through my mind today. It was this
tarbiyat that I feel helped me adjust
well in my own susral and have a
happy married life Alhamdolilah. My
mother in law used to say to others
with pride that T complement Amatul
Hai on her children’s tarbiyat. Her
daughter has moved from England to
Pakistan and has adjusted so well.
She doesn’t seem like an outsider’. And
indeed this is Umee’s tarbiyat and the

sheer Grace of Allah that allowed me to
adjust in Rabwah.

I feel incredibly proud and say
Alhamdolilah when I think back at
Umee’s life. She had the opportunity to
be involved in lajna work and did so
with great passion. Alongside all these
things she was a devoted mother of 4
children and wife. She managed a huge
house in Yorkshire and was a fantastic
cook. She loved taking care and
decorating her home and did so with
pride. She took care of her self and
even in her illness she would ask me to
cleanse her skin everyday and do her
eyebrows!

Like other women she loved shopping
for the home etc and when in Pakistan
for clothes. But her first priority with
her money was always Chanda. She
would always make sure she was one of
the first to pay her Waqgfe Jadid and
Tehrike jadid after the announcement.

Everyday I deal with something and
think what would Umee say about the
situation. When I was with umee
during her last illness my youngest
son was a very demanding toddler.
Umee used to tease him and pull my
face close to hers and say ‘Aveed Yai
Meri beyti hai. Meri beyti ko tang nahi
karna.

I wish she was here with me now to
help me deal with the ups and downs
of motherhood. But such is Allah’s Will
and as much as it pains us we
accept this and say Alhamdolilah as I
know Allah will give me, my father and
my siblings the strength to deal with
This. I say Alhamdolilah as I see my 3
beautiful children and pray I can bring
them up as my mother did us. I say
Alhamdolilah as I had an amazing
mother and, even though I feel she



went too soon, we can not fight God's will.

Everyone in their life will come across a few special people
who leave an everlasting impression on them. For me, baji
Amatul Hai Khan, was such a person. I will share with you
some personal accounts that, in my opinion, reflect her love
and devotion for family, Lajna Imaillah and Khilafat.

Baji Amatul Hai’s father, Mirza Munawar Ahmad and my
mother, Qanta Orchard, were first cousins and had a very
caring and loving relationship. Thus, with these family ties,
my mother and baji Amatul Hai also had a very loving
relationship. Growing up, I always remember meeting her.
After I married, I enjoyed when we met; she would tell me
stories of visiting my Nani Jaan and aunts (khalas) when they
lived in Rabwah. I remember she was very house proud; her
house was spotless with everything in its chosen place and
she always liked learning new maintenance tips as well as
sharing them.

My daughters were terribly upset when they learnt of her
demise as they had also experienced her loving nature, as she
was always approachable and could relate to everyone, no
matter what age. She always showed interest and was ready
to give them advice, even in the smallest of matters.

In October 1997, my family were fortunate to go to
Hartlepool and the Lake District with the Urdu class. Hazrat
Khalifatul Masih IV (may Allah have mercy on him) had
arranged a fun-packed 5 days in the North. The 3 days and




2 nights we stayed in the Lake District,
Huzoor (may Allah have mercy on him)
had given the responsibility of
arranging dinner to baji Amatul Hai. I
remember how excited everyone was
when she and her family arrived with
the delicious food. I have to stress here,
that she arranged food for about 50
people and travelled over an hour and
half to get it to us on both evenings.
Never once did she show any stress or
tiredness, but came in smiling. She
enthusiastically and lovingly called
everyone to eat the variety of food for
all palates.

I have always seen baji Amatul Hai
involved in Lajna Imaillah UK in
different roles; as a Regional Sadr,
Nazima Ziafat and Nazima Discipline
at Jalsa, a local Sadr and simply a
Lajna member of her majlis. I can say
that she fulfilled all these roles with
zeal, devotion, humility and a resolve
to be her best. I remember at Jalsa,
instructions had been given that
mothers with toddlers should sit in
their designated marquee and not the
main marquee. I saw baji Amatul Hai
approach women with toddlers in the
Main Marquee and kindly remind
them that we should follow the
instructions of Huzoor-e Aqdas (may
Allah be his Helper). I even saw her
asking her own family members in the
same situation to go to the Mother and
Children Marquee. She made no
differentiation between family and non
-family members; her aim was to
follow the instruction of the Khalifa.
Whatever duty she was allocated, she
did efficiently and was well-organised.

When I was Sadr (National Sadr Lajna
Imaillah UK), once I was touring
different regions and I had to visit
Yorkshire to support the Lajna in some
tarbiyyat matters. I was anxious as how
to approach the visit and so I decided

to seek advice from bajiﬁ Amatul Hai

(who had by then moved to London
some years earlier), as she had been
Regional Sadr of Yorkshire for many
years and knew the families well.
During our meeting, I requested if she
could accompany me and the team of
Amila members going. She
immediately said yes. It was invaluable
having her with us and it was only on
our way back that I learnt that she was
travelling to Pakistan two or three days
later. She said that when the National
Sadr had asked her to accompany her,
then how could she turn her down? I
was truly humbled by her love for
Nizam-e-Jamaat.

There are many more incidents that
can be related, however I would like to
end by saying that the Khulafa whilst
talking about tarbiyyat matters, at
times have directly addressed the
family of the Promised Messiah (peace
be wupon him), reminding them
specifically to be role models for the
Jamaat. Baji Amatul Hai was the great
granddaughter of the Promised
Messiah (peace be upon him) and it
was a true blessing of Allah that she
resided in the UK and was a role model
for those she met.

She was a tiny but
mighty force to be reckoned with!

As a child, I have seen Amatul Hai Sahiba doing various jama’at work — organising,
teaching, instructing and even reminding us when we made a mistake. She was an integral
part of Huddersfield Jama'at, working in various Amila roles. She was Nasirat Secretary,
President and Regional President for many years.




Whilst she was Nasirat Secretary, she would have weekly classes travelling from Spen Valley
to the Huddersfield Mosque. Her students fondly remember her pushing them to achieve
their best. Her two daughters Attiya and Annie, who often taught too, always accompanied
her. They always had the important task of organising the prizes at the local and regional
Ijtemas and so assisted Amatul Hai Sahiba when she was regional president.

She took us to London for national Ijtemas, taking care of us when we were there, marching
us in straight lines to sit in our allocated spot. Our dupattas (scarves) corrected, our white
shalwar kameez gleaming, proudly holding the Huddersfield flag.

I remember one particular occasion at my Ameen, after completing my first reading of the
Holy Qur’an. I was six years old and Amatul Hai Sahiba sat on the stage with me and said I
looked nice. She even took out some maroon lipstick from her handbag and applied this on
me, much to my mother's surprise ! However, I was now her fan for life!

During childhood and even now during adulthood, I was always a little nervous of Mrs
Amatul Hai Sahiba as she was not afraid of telling us the truth, correcting our behaviour,
our speeches, or any other aspect of our tarbiyyat (religious and moral training), as
required. She pushed us to be the best we could be and always set us high targets, by the
Grace of Allah. She told us accounts of the Promised Messiah (peace be upon him) with
great enthusiasm and also accounts of inspiring women and the roles they played. Many
times, she would also tell us jokes to make the mood light-hearted.

Occasionally, she would give us practical tips and lifestyle lessons. Once whilst speaking to
my mother, Shamim Akhtar Sahiba, she told her that she would put left over curry in a bowl
in the fridge and every three or four days make biryani out of it and her children loved it!

The memories are many and her impact in Huddersfield is still felt. She was our white rose
and was the true emblem of Yorkshire for us. May Allah grant her a lofty place in Paradise.

"I knew Khala Amatul Hai since I was a child; she was a close friend of my mother, both
having grown up in Rabwah in close families. She always met me very lovingly, particularly
after my mother had passed away. I too was very fond of her as she reminded me of my
mother and that they were friends, by the Grace of Allah.

One thing I noticed about her was that she had an outstanding memory and could
remember many incidents and had a very good knowledge of families and relationships
throughout the Ahmadiyya Jama'at.

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upheld and strengthened all important and invaluable traditions she had gained from her
parents and elders whilst growing up.

I visited her homes both in Yorkshire, whilst she lived there, and in London later on. Her
house was always very well kept and decorated; her hospitality was of an extremely high
standard and her cooking outstanding.

She had an
exceptional love and respect for Khilafat and was blessed by hosting the Caliph of the time in
her home on more than one occasion.

I can remember thinking that she seemed to know and
understand the writers and their backgrounds on a much deeper level than I could and was
in many ways much more discerning than I was.

We
shared many jokes that weekend and I was
fully indebted to her.

Baji Amatul Hai had such a demeanour that you
felt you could speak to her about anything, and
not only would she listen but she would give you
real care and consideration in her answer. She
exuded both humbleness and purpose at the same
time, with a very healthy mix of humour thrown
in. Her smile was very special and drew you
towards her even if she was across the room. No
matter how difficult a situation, she was able to
laugh about it. This ease about her was
something I realised you only have when you have



given yourself up completely to your faith and you have a deep
connection to Khilafat. I learned from her that this deep faith helps you
to give something your all, but really the rest is up to Allah and this is a
comfort.

Her love of children was deep and apparent. She once saw my young
daughter upset and pulled her close to herself. She took a small, glass
bottle from her bag and gave Sadeeqa a handful of Saunf, a sweet mix of
fennel seeds. Sadeeqa loved it and settled down, so Baji gave her the
entire bottle. From then on, whenever Baji saw Sadeeqa at an event she
gave her an entire bottle of her own. On the odd occasion that she did
not have one with her, she still called Sadeeqa over and promised to
bring her one. Once a promised bottled was delivered via her daughter
in law, Dr Fariha Khan and I marvelled at how she had remembered!
For Sadeeqa, who had no living grandparents on either side, this was a
special thing and made her trips to Jamaat events very precious. I
suspect Baji knew this as my late mother-in-law had also kept the exact
same bottle in her handbag!

Being a mother is a job that causes more worry than any other.
Alhamdulillah, I have sons as well as daughters but was conscious that
equality is not always given when raising both. I wanted my sons to
become those useful members of society who would also help their
wives in all aspects of life. To this end, Baji was a font of knowledge.
Her thoughts on raising sons differed from the norm of how Pakistani
mothers viewed their sons. She spoke many times on this topic, about
the equal treatment of sons and daughters and teaching sons to be
useful in the house and to perform duties that boys are not usually
asked to. This was very refreshing and progressive and I hope that
many mothers were able to take advantage of her wisdom as I was.

There are many small incidences that will remain in my memory of Baji
and how she touched my life. I pray that every person who came into
contact with her is able to learn and use her wisdom to benefit future
generations.

Baji Amatul Hai was  the
granddaughter of Hazrat Khalifatul
Messiah II (may Allah be pleased with
him).

Over the years that I was able to spend
in her company, I was able to make
some very fond memories of our time
together.

From the very beginning, while serving
in Nusrat Jahan Academy, I was given
the opportunity to start a close
relationship with her. The academy
was newly developed and therefore
there was a high demand for teachers,
especially those who could teach the
English Language. During these days,
Baji Amatul Hai and her family were
on a trip from England to Rabwah. She
sent her eldest daughter, Noor-Ul-Ain,
twice to the academy to teach the
children English. She was very
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humbled by the fact that her daughter
had the opportunity to serve the
academy.

I was able to spend a little but precious
time with Baji Amatul Hai. Whilst
travelling from  Yorkshire and
Birmingham, I was given the chance to
spend some time with her. I saw that in
Yorkshire she met everybody with a
sincere smile on her face. She would
listen attentively and ask about
everyone at home. Not only that but
she would speak to the others in their
respective mother tongue. Upon
hearing her talk, I told her that she is
able to communicate with others very
efficiently even in other languages. At
this she replied that she had learnt the
different languages whilst living and
spending some time with them.

Guiding me, she told me to keep a
personal connection with everyone I
met. She said I should always try to
meet and talk with as many people as I
could, even if you have to travel some
distances, then do so. She told me to
take part in everybody’s happiness and
sorrow. She wanted to gather all the
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people whom she had met and talked
with, to come together and stay in
touch with each other and most
importantly remain close with the
Jamaat. She would often say that once
you have made personal connections
with others, they are more likely to
listen to you and obey you.

During Ijtema she would attend
meetings with all the tarbiyyat
secretaries from across the country.
Her basic message would be to have
personal contact with everyone and if
you find something difficult, make a
start on it and the others will join in to
help. She told us that she has never
given any excuse not to serve the
Jamaat in any capacity. She always
prioritised the Jamaat over herself.
However, due to some circumstances
she was not able to fulfil her duties to
the best of her abilities and therefore
apologised and said it would be better
for someone else to continue the work
so the Jamaat work would not be
affected in any way.

I was given the opportunity to serve in
the Tarbiyyat department. Here too
she guided me. In the Umahat
workshop she told us that mothers
usually pay a lot of attention in the
tarbiyyat of their daughters and not so
much of their sons. She reminded us
that the tarbiyyat of the sons is of equal
importance and that the mothers
should pay attention to their tarbiyyat
from childhood. Do not think that the
sons will learn by themselves when
they grow up. Get them to be used to
doing housework from a very young
age and be stern with them that they
should never get into fights with their
sisters, as young children tend to
normally do. If this is not done during
childhood, adopting these manners
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will be much harder as they grow up.
The sons may develop false habits
which they may use against their
families which could result in negative
effects on the household. Dr Fariha
Khan, who is her daughter-in-law, also
agrees with this point.

In the Rishta Nata workshop, she
always told the parents to pray for their
children’s partners that they may be
blessed with pious spouses. If a child
says that he or she wants to get a
rishta, this request should then be
taken seriously.

She would also say, if possible, always
try to take your children to your home
country. Let them meet your relatives
so that they know what their values
are. Moreover, she used to say, ponder
upon why most people do not have a
positive attitude towards Pakistani
children. If the children had the perfect
role models of their parents while
growing up, they would surely love
their values. She used to say that all
her children’s rishte were done in
Pakistan and Alhamdollilah they
turned out very well and the children
are very happily living together. Always
pray to Allah for pious partners and try
to follow the guidelines as given by the
Holy Prophet (may peace and blessings
of Allah be upon him) of finding a
suitable rishta.

She once told me of an incident which
had a strong impact on me. This was
regarding her daughter. Her daughter
once raised her voice to her. Baji
Amatul Hai responded by saying “I am
your mother so I can tolerate this.
However if you speak like this to your
mother-in-law, that I will not be able to
tolerate.” She would often tell others



that regardless of how hard times may
become living with your in-laws, you
should always show patience and
respect them, especially the mothers-in
-law. On the other hand, she would
also tell the mothers-in-law that it is
essential for them to also respect and
accept their daughters-in-law and that
they should always show immense love
to them and make them a firm member
of the family.

She also had an element of humour in
her nature. For this reason, anyone
who met her would always enjoy her
company.

She was always grateful. Once, Jalsa
posters were made for each
department and she was overjoyed and
very thankful when she came to see
that a special poster was made for her
department as well.

She was a member of the editorial
board of the UK’s National magazine.
She would read every article and give
feedback on it. Till her demise she kept
up with this, despite her ill health.

May Allah always shower His infinite
blessings upon her and may He
provide her a lofty place in Paradise.
Ameen.
