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Introduction 

  Alhamdolillah, the Advanced Studies programme has been running for the past 

few years. This year again, the Ta’lim department of Lajna Ima’illah UK, is able 

to offer an Advanced Studies course to its members.  This programme will start 

at the beginning of the Lajna year in October 2022 and conclude in July 2023, 

when candidates enrolled will be expected to take an examination based on the 

syllabus. The course is largely based on self-study and will be supplemented with 

tutorials. Members will be required to enrol and commit themselves to learning. 

It is advised that at least a minimum of three hours per week is allocated for 

learning.   

Aims and Objectives 

The aim of this course is to enable members to enhance and gain additional 

knowledge in the field of religious education. The main objectives are: 

• To gain knowledge of the subject matter and background of the prescribed

Surah.

• To become well versed and well informed in Islamic beliefs and in the

beliefs of other world faiths.

• To become familiar with the prescribed books of the Promised Messiahas

• To develop independent learning skills.



Essential components of the course 

1. Quranic Studies

This will include a detailed study of Surah Al An’am. Those enrolled on the 

course will be required to study the Surah in depth.  

2. Hadith

The study of Hadith will include Hadith No 25 to 30, with explanation from 

“Forty Gems of Beauty” by Hazrat Mirza Bashir Ahmad sahibra.  

3. Books of the Promised Messiahas and Malfuzat

 The following book of the Promised Messiahas and Malfuzat to be studied during 

the year: 

1) Brahin e Ahmadiyya- Part IV

2) Malfuzat - Volume 2; from: 10 December 1899 until the end of 1899.

For Urdu Volume 1; Pages 350 - 417

4. Comparative study of  Religions

Candidates are required to research and submit a written paper on:  

Basic concepts, practises and beliefs of Hinduism compared with those of Islam. 

This paper should include arguments and references from Jama’at literature. 

Length for paper should be between 2000 to 5000 words and must be submitted 

by the 31st July 2023.  



Assessments 

A written Examination will be conducted on 8th and 9th July 2023 based on the 

above syllabus. Weighting of the papers will be as follows:

Surah Al- An’am – 80% Brahin e Ahmadiyya  – 80% 

Hadith – 20% Malfuzat – 20%

Research Paper - 100% 
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
